  A Local Law in relation to the creation of a Bed Bug Advisory Board.

Summary of Legislation: This legislation would create an advisory board to study health concerns associated with cimex lectularius, commonly referred to as the bed bug, and to make specific recommendations to the mayor and council for the prevention and treatment of bed bug infestations throughout the city.  
The advisory board would consist of ten members as follows: three members would be appointed by the mayor, provided that at least one such member would be from the pest management industry and would have experience in bed bug control and/or extermination and at least one member would have advanced specialized training in and knowledge of entomology; two members would be appointed by the speaker of the council, provided that at least one such member would have a background in community health; and the commissioners of the department of health and mental hygiene, the department of consumer affairs, the department of sanitation, the department of information technology and telecommunications, and the department of housing and preservation, or the designees of such commissioners, would serve ex officio.  
Each member, other than members serving in an ex officio capacity, would serve for a term of 9 months, to commence after the final member of the advisory board is appointed.  Any vacancies in the membership of the advisory board would be filled in the same manner as the original appointment.  A person filling such vacancy would serve for the unexpired portion of the term of the succeeded member.    

The advisory board would issue a report to the mayor and council no later than nine months after the final member of the advisory board is appointed.  Such report would include specific recommendations on the following topics: 

prevention and treatment of bed bug infestations in private dwellings; prevention and treatment of bed bug infestations in public accommodations and institutions, including, but not limited to, schools, hotels, hospitals, nursing homes, jails and residential shelters; tracking and reporting of bed bug infestations; disposal of bed bug infested items; bed bug training and/or education for urban pest management professionals; bed bug training and/or education for city workers; the development and most effective distribution of public education and resource materials on bed bug prevention and treatment, including, but not limited to, information on the rights and responsibilities of landlords, tenants and homeowners.  
The advisory board would terminate upon the publication of the report.
