The metes and bounds description of Temporary Easement described in
Section 1 to be transferred to MTA:
 
1. Page 3, Line 23: Change "(Passageway)" to "(Broadway Mall)" (typo)
 
Section 2 is the effective date.

This bill will make technical corrections to Chapter 470 of the laws of
2022 to correct typographical errors that are necessary so legislation
matches the actual and correct metes and bounds description of the park-
land being alienated as set forth in the property survey and the final
easements transferring the property rights.
