SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 1175 would require the Human Resource Administration’s (HRA) Office of Civil Justice (OCJ) to establish a program, no later than one year after this legislation is effective, subject to appropriation, to provide domestic violence survivors with legal representation throughout a divorce proceeding. OCJ would be required to submit to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council an annual report with data on the program for the preceding year, no later than two years after the effective date of this legislation.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Mayor’s Office of Management and Budget (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate. 

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is anticipated that there would be annual Other Than Personal Services costs of $12,700,000 resulting from the enactment of this legislation for contracts with nonprofit legal services providers. Because the legislation allows for the program to be established within a year of enactment, the expenses in the effective year may not be full-year costs but are presented as such in the estimate above, Any delay in the effectuation of this legislation would reduce the cost in Fiscal 2026. Although the program is subject to funding appropriation, this estimate assumes full funding each year. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
