SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 1038 would require the Department of Citywide Administrative Services (DCAS) to submit a master plan by December 31, 2026, for the redevelopment of Rikers Island for sustainability and resiliency purposes, including wastewater treatment, renewable energy generation and storage, and off-shore wind converter stations. The plan shall include a proposed capital project plan, estimated implementation timeline, details about the design, funding, and construction timeline for each proposed project, and evaluations of physical alterations or infrastructure improvements that Rikers Island may require to support the new infrastructure. The plan shall also include a proposed schedule for all necessary land use approvals and environmental reviews, and, for each proposed capital project, a preliminary scope of project and a recommendation as to whether the project should be included in the relevant agency’s departmental estimate for the purpose of requesting capital funding.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.   

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation, as the studies have already been conducted by the City and master plans have already been published for a renewable Rikers. As the information that would fulfill this legislation’s requirements already exists, Int. No. 1038 would codify the existing feasibility studies which are included in at least two separate reports. OMB estimates a one-time cost of $10 million to conduct a new study and to create a master plan through the use of consultants. The Council does not believe a new study is required, and if a study was to be implemented, the legislation does not mandate the use of consultants to develop such plan.
