PRIME SPONSORS: Council Members Kallos and Constantinides
TITLE: LS Request # 7788, by Council Member Kallos, proposes a local law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York in relation to responses to noise complaints.
BILL SUMMARY: 
This local law amends Subchapter 2 of chapter 2 of title 24 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York by adding new sections 24-207.1, 24-207.2, 27-207.3 and 27-207.4 to require rapid responses to complaints regarding construction noise and music from commercial establishments.  The local law would also require annual reports by the department in response to noise complaints including the number, the amount of time between the complaint and the inspection, the number of violations issued and dismissed and the amount of penalties paid.  Finally, this local law also amends Subdivision (a) of section 24-267 to authorize prosecution to force compliance with any order of the board. 
CODE SECTION AFFECTED: §24-207.1-4 and §24-267.
EFFECTIVE DATE:

This local law shall take effect immediately.
