          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you,

          3  everyone. Orientation is happening, and I guess it's

          4  a good example that we're only a half hour late.

          5                 All right, it will be a relatively

          6  short meeting today.

          7                 LU No. 620. C050210 ZSM. It's a

          8  special permit. Approved as modified. They removed

          9  two use groups upon negotiations with the Council

         10  member. Council Member Quinn's district.

         11                 LU No. 622. Council Member Gerson's

         12  district. 20065018 TCM. It's a sidewalk cafe at 224

         13  Lafayette Street.

         14                 LU No. 634, Council Member

         15  Provenzano's district. 20065106 HAX. It is a motion

         16  to file, pursuant to withdrawal by HPD.

         17                 LU No. 642. Council Member Oddo's

         18  district. 20065113 HHR. It is an HHC lease for

         19  senior housing.

         20                 LU No. 643 is Council Member

         21  Moskowitz's district. 20065114 HHM. It is an HHC

         22  lease. The East River Science Park.

         23                 LU No. 659 is Council Member Foster's

         24  district. 20055605 SCX. It is an application for the

         25  siting of a public school facility at Jerome,
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          2  between 172nd and Gobel Place.

          3                 LU No. 660, is Council Member

          4  McMahon, Oddo and Lanza. N060022 ZRR. It is

          5  corrections to the Growth Management Shared Yard,

          6  street frontage. It is amendments to the regulations

          7  for lower density growth management area.

          8                 LU Nos 661 and 662 are related, they

          9  are in Council Member Koppell and Seabrook's

         10  district.

         11                 N060083 ZRY, and Z060084 ZMX. This is

         12  the R5A. Introducing and creating the R5A, and then

         13  applying it in the Bronx.

         14                 The UDAAP is called up from the

         15  Subcommittee because of the timing issues. We can

         16  call up from planning, LU No. 533, 20065014 HAQ,

         17  it's in Council Member Jennings's district, 14205

         18  Rockaway Boulevard. It is a UDDAP.

         19                 Anybody here to speak on the item?

         20                 Seeing no one, that hearing is

         21  closed.

         22                 The last item is the reapproval of

         23  the disapproval of the Landmark designation of the

         24  Austin Nichols Warehouse at 184 Kent. The Mayor

         25  vetoed it yesterday, filed it yesterday. We are
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          2  voting today to override the veto, and put it on the

          3  floor Thursday for an overriding of the non-approval

          4  of the designation of 184 Kent.

          5                 Any discussion before we vote?

          6                 Call the roll.

          7                 I'm sorry. Wait. Hold on one second.

          8  The resolution is in front of you. We didn't get it

          9  in time to actually put it on the documents of the

         10  agenda in front of us, but the resolution is in the

         11  packet in front of you. It is the exact same item

         12  that we voted on, LU No. 638, last week. Reso 1276.

         13                 Anyone want to speak on the items?

         14                 Call the roll.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Katz.

         16                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Aye on all.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: Quinn.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: Aye on all.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: Avella.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA: (Not using

         21  microphone.)

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK: Comrie.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: Aye on all.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: Dilan.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER DILAN: Aye on all.
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          2                 COUNCIL CLERK: Koppell.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: Aye on all.

         13                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Guys, I've got all

         14  day. Seriously, I'm here all day, but for the

         15  record, Councilman McMahon, it is a yes on the

         16  agenda, except for the override of the veto, which

         17  is a no.

         18                 Correct?

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: That is

         20  correct. I'm just shocked that everyone wants to

         21  override the Mayor's veto, and I'm not going to be

         22  part of that today.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Acknowledged. Don't

         24  sit so close. You know, lightning doesn't have good

         25  aim.
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          2                 Go ahead. Next.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK: Seabrook.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEABROOK: I'm voting

          5  with the Chair.

          6                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Good man.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEABROOK: Aye on all.

         21                 I vote aye on all.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council member

         23  Gentile.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Guys, let's finish

         25  this up. Councilman Gentile, how do you vote?
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER GENTILE: Aye on all.

          3                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Aye on all.

          4                 Call the roll. Call the vote.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER GENTILE: By a vote of

          6  15 in the affirmative, zero in the negative and no

          7  abstentions, all items are adopted, with the

          8  exception of LU 638 and companion Resolution 1276 --

          9                 Council Members, please sign the

         10  Committee reports.

         11                 MS. BENJAMIN: Councilman Gentile

         12  would like to be recognized.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK:-- Which is adopted by

         14  a vote of 12 in the affirmative, three in the

         15  negative, and no abstentions.

         16                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Hold on. Wait.

         17                 Can I have some order here, please,

         18  just for a moment? There is actual business going on

         19  and it's kind of difficult to do at the moment.

         20                 Councilman Gentile, I understand you

         21  want to change your vote?

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER GENTILE: Yes. Aye on

         23  all and I abstain on 638.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: All right, we'll

         25  keep the roll open for another 15 minutes. Please
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          2  sign the Committee reports before you go.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member

          4  Perkins.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: No on LU 638

          6  and aye on all other matters.

          7                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Gioia.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: Thank you very

          9  much. I vote yes.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: All items on today's

         11  Land Use Calendar have been adopted by a vote of

         12  seven in the affirmative, zero in the negative and

         13  no abstentions. With the exception of Land Use Item

         14  638 and companion Resolution 1276, which is adopted

         15  by a vote of 12 in the affirmative, four in the

         16  negative and one abstention. Thank you.

         17                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON GIOIA: Thank you.

         18  I will now adjourn the meeting.
