IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation, as Int. 895 primarily codifies existing practices. Currently, Department of Education (DOE) regulations mandate the storage of epinephrine auto-injectors in public schools serving grades 1–12, while the Health Code requires their availability in all school-based Pre-K and 3K programs, as well as certain child care programs. This legislation formalizes those requirements and extends them to private and charter schools, in accordance with existing authority under State Public Health Law. Additionally, a portion of the cost for epinephrine auto-injectors is reimbursable through insurance, further minimizing any potential financial impact. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
