Bill Title: 
A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring heightened review of tenant protection plans and increased enforcement of building code standards
Bill Summary:

This legislation would require the commissioner of the department of buildings to review tenant protection plans to ensure that dust mitigation and debris removal efforts are described to demonstrate compliance with the New York State Air Quality Standards, New York City Air Pollution Control Code, New York City Construction Codes. Tenant protection plans would also be reviewed for details demonstrating compliance efforts in accordance with the New York City Fire Code, the New York City Electrical Code and the New York City Plumbing Code. The bill would also require that the department of buildings conduct inspections of 20 percent of sites with tenant protection plans within seven days of work commencing and inspect sites again every 120 days until construction is complete to verify compliance with the tenant protection plan. The department is also required to conduct inspections in response to complaints about construction within 72 hours.

120 days after it becomes law.
