	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the City of New York, in relation to developing a watershed protection plan for the watershed/sewershed of Jamaica Bay.

	Summary of Legislation: The proposed local law would require the New York City Department of Environmental Protection to create a watershed protection plan for the watershed/sewershed of Jamaica Bay and would also create a Jamaica Bay watershed protection plan advisory committee, to help restore and prevent further degradation of the Bay.  

No later than September 1, 2006, the Commissioner of the Department of Environmental Protection shall complete a watershed protection plan for the watershed/sewershed of Jamaica Bay. On October 1, 2007 and no later than October 1 of every two years thereafter, the Commissioner shall submit a status report to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council. 

No later than 45 days after the effective date of this legislation, a Jamaica Bay watershed protection plan advisory committee comprised of seven members shall be established to advise and make recommendations to the commissioner regarding the development of such plan.  The appointed members of the advisory committee shall serve until three months after the Commissioner completes the watershed protection plan and without compensation.
