In relation to education of homeowners.

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends Title 27 by amending section 26-110.

BACKGROUND AND INTENT:
The Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Madeline Provenzano, has convened to consider Int. No. 449.  The Committee expects to hear testimony from representatives of the Department of Buildings (DOB), the real estate industry, and other persons interested in this legislation.

Int. No. 449 would establish new annual reporting requirements concerning the most common violations of the Administrative Code that are issued with respect to one or two-family homes and the fines imposed for non-compliance.  The department shall work with the Council Members and the Borough Presidents’ offices concerning 1) outreach efforts to the general public about these violations and how to avoid them, and 2) to inform owners of one- and two-family homes about relevant changes in building codes and zoning laws.

The provisions of this local law would take effect immediately.
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
