	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the processing of application for non-emergency housing for clients of the HIV and AIDS Services Administration.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would require the HIV/AIDS Services Administration (HASA) to provide a non-emergency housing application to an eligible homeless client on the same day a HASA-eligibility determination is made. HASA would also have to provide the client with assistance in gathering all the required documentation to complete the application. Within 90 days of having been placed in emergency housing or after having completed a non-emergency housing application, whichever is sooner, the client should receive a non-emergency housing referral. If after 45 days of receiving a housing referral a client remains homeless or in emergency housing, HASA must reassess the client’s housing needs and provide a referral to least three additional medically appropriate non-emergency housing options.



	Effective Date:  This legislation would take effect ninety days after its enactment.
