Dear Colleague:

Last year, while driving in Queens, I was in a car accident.  Because I couldn’t see a traffic light that was obscured by an overgrown tree, I ran a red light and hit another vehicle.  Luckily, no one was hurt.  But this unsafe situation and upsetting accident could have been easily avoided.

While I was waiting for the police to arrive on the scene, neighborhood residents came over to make sure my son and I were ok.  Then, they told me that there had been multiple accidents at that intersection over several weeks, despite frequent calls to 311 requesting that the tree be pruned.

Today, I am writing for your support of legislation that would prevent accidents like this one from happening again.  The bill would require the city, within three days of written notification from a Council Member, Community Board, or via 311, to prune trees or vegetation obstructing the view of traffic signals and lights. 

If drivers and pedestrians can’t view traffic lights, they can’t obey them. This creates an unsafe and potentially deadly situation for everyone.  Traffic signs and signals must be visible.  I hope that you will support this legislation and am attaching a sign on sheet for your convenience.
