SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: This bill would require the Department of Correction (DOC) and Correctional Health Services (CHS) to maintain a medical clinic staffed by health care professionals in each New York City criminal court facility. In addition, CHS would be required to prepare a document that details the food, medication, or other medical services a person requires while in a court facility, and DOC would be required to provide access to the medical clinic to the person with needs outlined in such document.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: OMB estimates that CHS would require a total of $15.3 million annually for costs related to the proposed legislation. This is comprised of $12.8 million for annual Personal Services (PS) to hire approximately 60 staff to operate seven clinics for 12 hours a day, five days a week, and $2.5 million for Other Than Personal Services (OTPS) for supplies, administrative costs, technology requirements, and other expenses. 

The legislation would require a medical clinic to be staffed by at least one health care professional from CHS in all of New York City criminal court or criminal term of New York State supreme court facilities.  The Council’s estimate assumes the need for one health professional in each of the seven clinics, as per the terms of the legislation.  This would cost $1.48 million annually.  While the Council agrees that additional staff would be required to maintain these clinics, there is no requirement in this legislation that CHS hire 60 additional staff to maintain these clinics.

The Council agrees with OMB’s estimate of $2.5 million for OTPS resources.
