	Title: A Local Law to amend the effective date of local law one of the year 2002.

	Sponsors:
Council Members Moskowitz, the Speaker (Council Member Miller), Quinn, Katz, Rivera, Comrie, Brewer, Sears, Reyna, Weprin, Liu and Seabrook.



	Summary of Legislation: The proposed legislation would amend the effective date of Local Law 1 of 2002 by removing the Local Law’s October 1, 2005 sunset provision.  Local Law 1 of 2002 was enacted to help raise awareness among eligible New Yorkers about the existence of public health insurance programs, such as Medicaid, Child Health Plus and Family Health Plus.  This local law helped increase awareness of such programs by requiring certain enumerated city agencies
 to distribute public health insurance program options pamphlets to persons who seek or receive services through such agencies.  Prior to the enactment of Local Law 1 of 2002, less than 1 million eligible New Yorkers were enrolled in public health insurance programs.  Since the passage of this law, approximately 2.9 million eligible City residents have enrolled in one of the four major public health insurance programs.


	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect immediately.
