Amends title 19 of the Administrative code of the city of New York, by adding a new section 19-163.2
INTRODUCTION


On November 9, 2010, the Committee on Transportation, chaired by Council Member James Vacca, and the Committee on Sanitation and Solid Waste Management, chaired by Council Member Letitia James will hold a joint hearing on Int. No. 113.  This bill would limit the number of days that alternate side of the street regulations may be in effect in certain residential neighborhoods to two..  Invitees include Commissioner John J. Doherty, New York City Department of Sanitation (“DSNY”), Commissioner Janette Sadik-Khan, New York City Department of Transportation (“DOT”), community boards, civic groups and transportation advocates.  
BACKGROUND

The City has alternate side parking or street cleaning regulations to allow the roadways to be swept.
  The frequency of street sweeping depends on the cleanliness of a community’s streets.  Street sweeping regulations can inconvenience drivers by requiring them to move their cars and in some communities, residents have asked the City to reduce the number of street sweeping days.
  In 2008, the DSNY reduced the amount of cleaning in Park Slope, which prompted people in other communities to request similar reductions in street cleaning.
  Sanitation officials, however, have not reduced the number of cleaning days, stating that some of these other communities did not meet the criteria for reduced cleaning service.

To address some communities’ concerns that there are too many street cleaning days in their communities, which can be disruptive, requiring people to move their cars several time a week, this bill would limit the number of street cleaning days to two in certain residential districts.
ANALYSIS

Section one of Int. No. 113 would add a new section 19-163.2, entitled “Limitations on alternate side of the street parking days,” to the Administrative Code.  This new section would provide that alternate side of the street parking regulations shall be in effect no more than two days per week in any zoning district designated as residential under the New York City Zoning resolutions.  This new section would further provide that it shall not apply to any street with a roadway width greater than thirty feet or on any street where meters regulate parking on such street.
Section two of Int. No. 113 would provide that this local law take effect thirty days after it is enacted into law.

A LOCAL LAW

To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to limiting the days that alternate side of the street parking is in effect in residentially zoned districts.
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1.  Subchapter 2 of chapter one of title 19 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 19-163.2 to read as follows:

§19-163.2  Limitations on alternate side of the street parking days.  Alternate side of the street parking regulations shall be in effect no more than two days per week in any zoning district designated as residential under the New York city zoning resolution; provided, however, that this section shall not apply to any street with a roadway width greater than thirty feet or on any street where meters regulate parking on such street.

§2.  This local law shall take effect thirty days after it is enacted into law.
