A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to excluding possession of a controlled substance or marihuana from the nuisance abatement law and increasing the number of sales of controlled substances sufficient to create a nuisance
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill pertains to the Nuisance Abatement Law, and amends the definition of drug-related nuisances to require 4 incidents of a drug sale to trigger a Nuisance Abatement action. This bill also excludes drug possession crimes from Nuisance Abatement actions, and includes only felony drug sales.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

60 days after it becomes law
