SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. No. 1105-A would require the Department of Transportation (DOT), as part of its annual streets plan update, to provide a description of all projects planned for that year that will contribute to the requirements of the streets master plan, and the contribution each project will make to those requirements. DOT would also be required to provide updates three times a year about the progress of each project including the actual and estimated start and completion dates, community board presentations if applicable, project funding, and whether any delays or cost overruns have occurred, and additionally provide monthly updates about the current status of projects in the construction phase.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation, as DOT would utilize existing resources to fulfill its requirements. The Council disagrees with OMB’s estimate that two new staff positions would be needed at each DOT and the Department of Design and Construction, as what is required under the legislation is the reporting of information on capital projects that DOT staff already monitor, and such staff is already adequately funded in the budget.
