Resolution calling upon the United States Department of Res 0294-2022
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Health and Human Services to increase the number of 
monkeypox vaccines available and ensure the amount of 
vaccines sent to New York City is reflective of the proportion 
of the nationwide cases for an equitable distribution and 
effective containment of the nationwide monkeypox outbreak.

Resolution calling upon the New York State Legislature to 
pass, and the Governor to sign, S728/A2198 and S836/A1732, 
and for the Governor to sign S688/A807, which would 
increase access to pre-exposure prophylaxis and post-exposure 
prophylaxis.

Resolution calling on the New York State Legislature to pass, 
and the Governor to sign, S.2960/A.5741, to provide for 
annual adjustment of the maximum income threshold eligibility 
for the Senior Citizen Rent Increase Exemption (SCRIE), 
Disability Rent Increase Exemption (DRIE), Senior Citizen 
Homeowners’ Exemption (SCHE), and Disabled Homeowners’ 
Exemption (DHE) by any increase in the Consumer Price 
Index.
