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We will vote to approve the modifications pre-

considers LU items on the ULAR numbers C 210453 ZSM 

and C 210454 ZSM, related to 415 Madison Avenue 

proposal in Majority Leader Power’s district in 

Manhattan.   

This is an application for two special permits, 

one to generate a floor area bonus for the provision 

of a public concourse at the ground floor of a 

proposed new office building; and two, a special 

permit to waive east midtown and setback rules and 

certain other sub-district requirements.   

These actions would facilitate the new class A 

commercial office building at the corner of Madison 

Avenue and East 48th Street.  While not part of the 

approvals before us today, I will note that the 

development site will also include a new entrance to 

a below-grade MTA concourse and platform as part of 

the East Side Access Project. Our modification would 

be to ensure that the design of any future artwork 

installation within the public space will not 

overwhelm or interfere with the public seating.  

Majority Leader Powers is in support of this 

proposal as modified.
