A LOCAL LAW

To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the preparation of
plans in connection with petitions for revocable consents for sidewalk cafes

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Subdivision a of section 20-225 of the administrative code of the city of New York
is amended to read as follows:

a. The petition shall be in such form as prescribed by the department[.] and shall include an
accurate drawing of required clearances, space to be occupied, and the locations of tables and
chairs; provided, however that the department shall permit such drawings to be developed by the
petitioner and shall not require that such drawings be developed, reviewed, or approved by an
architect, engineer, or other professional third party. The petition shall be filed with the
department which, within five days of the filing of such petition shall forward copies thereof to the
department of city planning, the department of environmental protection and the landmarks
preservation commission for review pursuant to subdivision b of this section. The department shall
forward copies of the petition, within five days of the filing of such petition, to the speaker of the
council and to the council member in whose district the cafe is proposed to be located, for

informational purposes.



8§ 2. Subdivision a of section 20-226 of the administrative code of the city of New York is
amended to read as follows:

a. The petition shall be in such form as prescribed by the department[.] and shall include an
accurate drawing of required clearances, space to be occupied, and the locations of tables and
chairs; provided, however that the department shall permit such drawings to be developed by the
petitioner and shall not require that such drawings be developed, reviewed, or approved by an
architect, engineer, or other professional third party. The department shall forward copies of the
petition, within five days of the filing of such petition, to the president of the borough in which the
cafe is proposed to be located, the speaker of the council and the council member in whose district
the cafe is proposed to be located, for information purposes, and to the community board for the
community district in which the cafe is proposed to be located, for review pursuant to subdivision
b of this section.

8 3. This local law takes effect 60 days after it becomes law.
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
