I. INTRODUCTION

On October 20, 2022, the Committee on Sanitation and Solid Waste Management (“Committee”), chaired by Council Member Sandy Nurse, will hold a hearing on the following legislation: Int. No. 32, sponsored by Council Member Kalman Yeger, in relation to requiring a searchable database for notices of violation issued by the New York City Department of Sanitation (DSNY); Int. No. 33, sponsored by Council Member Yeger, in relation to requiring that notices of violation issued by DSNY by accompanied by a photograph of the alleged violation; Int. No. 110, sponsored by Council Member Robert Holden, in relation to requiring that all public waste receptacles be emptied by DSNY at least once per day; Int. No. 145, sponsored by Council Member Justin Brannan,  in relation to requiring DSNY to remove fallen tree limbs, branches and vegetation that obstruct streets and sidewalks as a result of inclement weather; Int. No. 238, sponsored by Council Member James F. Gennaro, in relation to collection of recyclable materials after a holiday; Int. No. 630, sponsored by Council Members Nurse, Bottcher and Gutiérrez, in relation to the tracking of street cleaning operations online; and Int. No. 693, sponsored by Public Advocate Jumaane Williams and Council Member Nurse, in relation to the provision of sufficient receptacles for the storage of solid waste.
The Committee expects to receive testimony from representatives of DSNY, environmental advocates, and interested members of the public.

II. BACKGROUND
Street Cleanliness
A main way New York City (City) works to keep the roadways of streets clean is via alternate side parking (ASP) regulations mandating that cars be moved from each side of the street in turn to allow for street cleaning. The DSNY works with the Department of Transportation (DOT) and New York Police Department (NYPD) to enforce ASP street cleaning rules. According to DOT, some street cleaning rules have a three-hour limit on designated days of the week, but these times vary throughout the City.[footnoteRef:1]  [1:  N.Y.C DOT, “Motorists and Parking: Alternate Side Parking,” http://www.nyc.gov/html/dot/html/motorist/alternate-side-parking.shtml ] 

At the start of the COVID-19 pandemic in March 2020, ASP rules were initially suspended,[footnoteRef:2] resumed for a week in May 2020,[footnoteRef:3] and later resumed with regularity in August 2020, albeit with some modifications.[footnoteRef:4] Residential streets that were normally cleaned twice per week were instead only cleaned on the later of the two days indicated on the street sign. 	During the ASP modifications, cars remained parked on streets for longer periods of time, and the street sweepers were unable to thoroughly clean the streets due to reduced rates of compliance with ASP regulations.[footnoteRef:6] Analysis of 311 data shows that the changes to the ASP regulations in March of 2020 correlate with significant spikes in citywide complaints of dirty conditions as well as missed garbage collection.[footnoteRef:7]  The reduction in street sweeping, concurrent with the increase in missed collections, may have been a contributing factor to the increase in litter reported throughout the City during the pandemic. Further, during flood conditions experienced on September 1, 2021 due to Tropical Storm (TS) Ida, significant amounts of litter floated with stormwater and swiftly clogged catch basins.[footnoteRef:8] DSNY noted that mechanical brooms were used to help clean catch basins, but also encouraged people who live nearby to volunteer to keep their local catch basins clear of litter.[footnoteRef:9] [6:  Testimony of then Commissioner Ed Grayson, delivered at hearing of Committee on Sanitation and Solid Waste Management, March 4, 2022. Corner litter baskets overflowing with household and commercial waste have also continued to exacerbate the City’s litter challenges.[footnoteRef:10] On occasion, DSNY has removed litter baskets subject to unlawful dumping in an attempt to curb the behavior.[footnoteRef:11] In neighborhoods around Brooklyn, including Fort Greene, Bushwick, and Bay Ridge, volunteer cleanup groups have formed and organized cleanup days to help address overflowing garbage cans and littered sidewalks, streets, and parks.[footnoteRef:12] Residents have said that the state of cleanliness on the streets is not due to a lack of neighborly efforts, but because the City is not doing its part.[footnoteRef:13] In 2022, the vast majority of complaints for missed garbage collection were filed in community boards in Brooklyn, Queens, and Staten Island.[footnoteRef:14] As of October 17, 2022, the top 5 community boards with the highest volume of complaints were Brooklyn Community District 12, with 2207 complaints; Staten Island Community District 3, with 2154 complaints; Brooklyn Community District 1, with 1916 complaints; and Queens Community District 12, with 1,900 complaints.[footnoteRef:15] [10:  Maya Rajamani, “Adams: NYC to Ramp up Litter Collection, Target Illegal Dumping,” June 27, 2022, NY1, https://www.ny1.com/nyc/all-boroughs/news/2022/06/27/nyc-to-ramp-up-litter-collection--target-illegal-dumping ]  [11:  Winnie Hu, "Harlem’s Trash Bins Were Overflowing. Line graph showing the number of 311 complaints for dirty conditions, missed collection, and sanitation condition between 2018 and 2022. Complaints for missed connection remained between approximately 3,000 and 3,500 complaints per year, before accelerating in 2020 from approximately 3,000 complaints to over 4,500 complaints in 2021, peaking near 5,000 between 2021 and 2022, before declining below 4,500 in early 2022. Dirty conditions complaints declined from over 3,000 in 2018 to approximately 2,000 in 2020, before peaking close to 2018 levels between 2020 and 2022.

Downed Trees and Branches
Historically, storms and other severe weather have resulted in significant damage to City trees.  In 2010, two tornadoes, affecting Queens and Brooklyn, knocked down over 40 trees and badly damaged 130 other trees in Prospect Park.[footnoteRef:22] An additional 1,500 trees were damaged in this storm.[footnoteRef:23]  In 2012, Superstorm Sandy caused approximately 8,577 fallen street trees, 3,365 fallen limbs, 1,297 hanging branches,[footnoteRef:24] and over $725 million in damage to 392 City park sites.[footnoteRef:25]   As a result, City parks and playgrounds were closed for almost a week and the Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) responded to over 20,000 tree service requests, which resulted in more than 13,000 work orders.[footnoteRef:26]   [22:  Rebecca White, “Urban Turn for Workers Accustomed to the Forest,” The New York Times, September 27, 2010, https://www.nytimes.com/2010/09/28/nyregion/28trees.html]  [23:  Jen Chung, “Double Tornado: One Each for Brooklyn, Queens,” Gothamist, September 18, 2010, http://gothamist.com/2010/09/18/double_tornado_one_each_for_brookly.php. ]  [24:  Lisa W. More recently, TS Isaias struck the City in August of 2020, which resulted in a great deal of tree damage. The City received nearly 22,000 tree-related 311 service requests as a result of TS Isaias, including requests relating to downed trees, downed tree limbs, and dangling tree limbs.[footnoteRef:27] According to data acquired by the New York City Council Data Operations Unit, on August 4 and 5, 2020, the borough of Queens submitted over 9,000 tree-related 311 service requests and at least 2,598 tree-related 311 service requests were submitted in Staten Island.[footnoteRef:28] The Bronx submitted approximately 2,656[footnoteRef:29] tree-related 311 service requests while Brooklyn submitted 6,997[footnoteRef:30] and Manhattan had submitted 1,383.[footnoteRef:31] Though 2021’s TS Ida did not result in significant tree damage, more frequent and severe storms will most likely result in increasing damage to the City’s tree stock, as climate change is likely to increase the intensity and frequency of hazardous weather events in the City.[footnoteRef:32] Allowing DSNY to assist DPR in the removal of downed trees and tree limbs in the aftermath of severe weather events may enable streets and sidewalks to be cleared of dangerous obstructions more quickly and efficiently, without unduly burdening DPR staff. III. LEGISLATION
Below are brief summaries of the legislation being heard today by this Committee. These summaries are intended for informational purposes only and do not substitute for legal counsel. For more detailed information, the reader should review the full text of the bills, which are included below.

Int. No. 32, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring a searchable dashboard for notices of violation issued by the department of sanitation
Int. No. 32 would require DSNY, in conjunction with the Department of Information Technology and Telecommunications, to establish a searchable digital dashboard consisting of data on notices of violation issued by DSNY after January 1, 2019. This local law would take effect immediately.

Int. No. 33, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring that notices of violation issued by the department of sanitation be accompanied by a photograph of the alleged violation
Int. No. 33 would require that notices of violation issued by DSNY be accompanied by at least one date- and time-stamped photograph of the alleged violation; an affidavit from the issuing agent containing the date, time, and precise location where the photograph was taken; and the name of the individual who took the photograph.  This local law would take effect 90 days after it becomes law.

Int. No. 110, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring that all public waste receptacles be emptied by the department of sanitation at least once per day
Int. No. 110 would require DSNY to empty all public waste receptacles at least once per day, except on days when DSNY has suspended or delayed garbage or recycling collection.  This local law would take effect 90 days after it becomes law.

Int. No. 145, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of sanitation to remove fallen tree limbs, branches and vegetation that obstruct streets and sidewalks as a result of inclement weather
Int. No. 145 would require DSNY to assist DPR with the removal of broken tree limbs, branches, and small vegetation scattered on public streets and sidewalks after severe weather events.  This local law would take effect immediately.

Int. No. 238, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to collection of recyclable materials after a holiday
Int. No. 238 would require that, if a scheduled day for collection of recyclable materials falls on a holiday, the collection of such materials take place within 2 days following the holiday.  This local law would take effect 60 days after it becomes law.

Int. No. 630, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to in relation to the tracking of street cleaning operations online
Int. No. 630 would require DSNY to equip street sweepers with global positioning system technology and ensure that such technology is functioning during street cleaning operations. The bill would also require DSNY to publish and maintain a page on its website that allows the public to track and confirm the completion of street cleanings, using data from the global positioning system devices installed on street sweepers. This bill would also require DSNY to submit biannual reports on street cleanings to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council and post the reports on its website.  This local law would take effect immediately.

Int. No. 693, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the provision of sufficient receptacles for the storage of solid waste
Int. No. 693 would require that someone who manages or controls a building with 100 units or more provide a dumpster for refuse.  This local law would take effect 180 days after it becomes law.

The department shall assist the department of parks and recreation in removing fallen tree limbs, branches and vegetation that obstruct sidewalks, streets and parking spaces within 72 hours of discovery after inclement weather, such as through the department of sanitation discovering the fallen tree limbs, branches and vegetation or through a 311 call, although such assistance shall not take precedence over the department of sanitation’s core duties.
c. The department is not responsible for removing downed trees or vegetation, or any portion thereof, if such removal requires specialized equipment such as cutting tools, ropes or cranes.
d. This section does not interfere with the commissioner of parks and recreation’s jurisdiction or responsibilities over trees and vegetation pursuant to section 18-104.

Global positioning system. The term “global positioning system” or “GPS” means a global positioning system, or a comparable location tracking technology, that uses navigational satellites to determine a location in real time and is capable of collecting, storing and transmitting geographical data.
Street sweeper. The term “street sweeper” means a vehicle under the jurisdiction of the department that is equipped with a mechanical broom to clean streets.
b. GPS equipment required. The commissioner shall require that all street sweepers are equipped with GPS technology and that such technology is functioning during street cleaning operations.
c. Publication of tracking information required. Not later than 150 days after the effective date of this local law, the commissioner, in consultation with the department of information technology and telecommunications, shall publish and maintain a unique page on the department’s website that allows the public to track each street sweeper on a street cleaning route and confirm the completion of a street cleaning, using data from GPS devices installed on such sweepers.
d. Report. Not later than one year after the effective date of this section, and biannually thereafter, the commissioner shall submit a report on street cleanings, using data from GPS devices installed on street sweepers, to the mayor and the speaker of the council and post such report on the department’s website. Such quarterly report shall include, but not be limited to, a table in which each separate row references one sanitation district and shall include, but not be limited to, the following information about each such district for the previous quarter, set forth in separate columns:
1. The number of times a street sweeper was scheduled to clean such district;
2. The number of times such sweeper cleaned such district as scheduled;
3. The number of times such sweeper did not clean such district as scheduled, if applicable; and
4. Any explanation as to why such sweeper did not clean such district as scheduled, if applicable.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the provision of sufficient receptacles for the storage of solid waste
 
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
 
Section 1. Subdivision a of section 16-120 of title 16 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as amended by local law 22 for the year 2002, is amended to read as follows:
a. The owner, lessee, agent, occupant or other person who manages or controls a building or dwelling shall provide and maintain in accordance with this section separate receptacles for the deposit of incinerator residue and ashes[;]-, refuse[,] and liquid waste. Any such owner, lessee, agent, occupant or other person who manages or controls a building with 100 units or more shall also provide a dumpster of not less than 20 yards in length for the deposit of refuse. The receptacles shall be provided for the exclusive use of each building or dwelling and shall be of sufficient size and number to contain the wastes accumulated in such building or dwelling during a period of [seventy-two] -72 hours.  The receptacles shall be made of metal or other material of a grade and type acceptable to the department, the department of health and mental hygiene and the department of housing preservation and development. Receptacles used for liquid waste shall be constructed so as to hold their contents without leakage. Metal containers shall be provided with tight fitting metal covers.
§ 2. This local law takes effect 180 days after it becomes law.
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
