SERGEANT-AT-ARMS: Good morning and 

welcome to the Committee vote on General Welfare. 

Chair, we are ready to begin. 

CHAIRPERSON AYALA: [GAVEL] Good morning, 

everyone, and welcome to today’s hearing. My name is 

Diana Ayala, and I am the Deputy Speaker of the New 

York City Council and the Chair of the General 

Welfare Committee. 

Today, our Committee will be voting on 

three bills. The first bill, Proposed Intro 124A is 

sponsored by Council Member Rafael Salamanca. 

Proposed Intro 124A will require reporting on and 

training of housing specialists in the Human 

Resources Administration and the Department of 

Homeless Services. 

The second bill we are voting on is also 

sponsored by Council Member Salamanca and would 

require customer service training for shelter 

personnel of the Department of Homeless Services and 

its contractors. 
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Finally, the third bill that we are 

voting on, Proposed Intro 642A, sponsored by Council 

Member Nantasha Williams would require quarterly 

reporting on the amount of time children and youth 

spend in children center and other temporary 

placement facilities of the Administration for 

Children Services. 

I want to thank the advocates and 

individuals with lived experience who have helped 

shape this legislation.
