Chair, we are ready to begin. 

SENIOR COUNSEL SCRIVANI: [GAVEL] Good 

afternoon and welcome to the Committee on Land Use. I 

am Council Member Rafael Salamanca. I Chair this 

Committee.  

I want to welcome my esteemed Colleagues 

who are joining us today. We’ve been joined by 

Council Members Moya, Rivera, Chair Louis, Chair 

Riley, Abreu, Brooks-Powers, Bottcher, Hanks, 

Krishnan, Mealy, Sanchez, and Borelli. 

I would like to thank Chair Louis and 

Chair Riley for their work on our two Subcommittees. 
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Before we begin today’s meeting, I would 

like to recognize the Committee Counsel to review the 

hearing procedures. 

COMMITTEE COUNSEL HUH: Thank you, Chair. 

I am Arthur Huh, Counsel to this Committee.  

Council Members who would like to ask 

questions should indicate so verbally or, if 

participating remotely, by using the Zoom raise hand 

function. The Chair will recognize Members to speak. 

We ask all participants for your 

continued patience should any technical difficulties 

arise. 

Chair Salamanca will now continue with 

today’s agenda. 

CHAIRPERSON SALAMANCA: Thank you, 

Counsel.  

Today, we will vote to approve with 

modifications Preconsidered LUs 189, 190, and 191, 

which relates to the Paperific Rezoning Proposal 

located in Council Member Hanif’s District in 

Brooklyn. As originally proposed, the application 

sought a zoning map amendment to rezone an existing 

M1-2, M2-1, and R6 zoning districts to a C4-4A and an 

R6B zoning district, a related zoning text amendment 
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to map an MIH program area, and a zoning special 

permit pursuant to Zoning Resolution Section 74-

681(a)(2) to allow the development over portions of a 

railroad or transit right of way. Our modification 

will be to strike MIH Option 2 and add the deep 

affordability option.  

We will also vote to approve LUs 184 and 

185 for the 2560 Boston Road Rezoning Proposal in 

Council Member Velazquez’s Dxin the Bronx. This 

application seeks a zoning map amendment to rezone an 

R6/C8-1 zoning district to an R7-2/C2-4 zoning 

district and a related zoning text amendment to map 

an MIH program area. 

We will also vote to approve LUs 186, 

187, and 188 for the 23-10 Queens Plaza South 

Rezoning Proposal in Council Member Won’s District in 

Queens. This application seeks a zoning map amendment 

to rezone an M1-5/R9 zoning district to an M1-6/R9 

zoning district, a zoning text amendment to establish 

a new Area D within the Queens Plaza Subdistrict of 

the Special Long Island City mixed-use district and 

to establish various bulk and applicable rules to 

such new Area D, and a zoning special permit pursuant 
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to ZR Section 117-533 to modify the distance between 

buildings and street wall location requirements. 

We will also vote to approve an 

Authorizing Resolution in connection with a request 

from the Mayor’s Office related to the Coordinated 

Street Furniture Franchise Agreement. The Resolution 

will enact City DOT to extend and amend the existing 

agreement governing street furniture installation 

citywide and, in particular, would allow for the 

installation of up to 360 new additional bus stop 

shelters and up to 40 new additional automatic self-

cleaning public toilets. 

At this time, I would like to welcome my 

Colleagues who may wish to ask questions or make 

remarks. 

Seeing none, I will now call for a vote 

with the support of the local Council Members to 

approve LUs 184, 185, 186, 187, and 188, to approve 

with modifications LUs 189, 190, and 191, and to 

approve the Preconsidered Authorizing Resolution 

related to the Coordinated Street Furniture Franchise 

Agreement. Will the Clerk please call the roll? 

COMMITTEE CLERK WILLIAM MARTIN: Good 

afternoon. William Martin, Committee Clerk. Roll call 
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vote Committee on Land Use, all items are coupled. 

Chair Salamanca. 

CHAIRPERSON SALAMANCA: Aye on all.

adopted by the Committee as indicated by the Chair.
