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SERGEANT-AT-ARMS: Good morning. If

Welcome to the Committee on State and 

Federal Legislation.

CHAIRPERSON ABREU: [GAVEL] Good morning, 

everyone. My name is Shaun Abreu, and I serve as 

Chair to the Committee on State and Federal

of you joining us for today’s vote, especially my 

Colleagues and fellow Committee Members. 

Today, we’ll be voting on 16 State 

Legislative Resolutions, also known as Home Rules or 

SLRs, in support of various State bills. These SLRs 

cover a variety of issue areas including retirement 

and pension benefits, transportation, health-related 

benefits for sheriffs, deputy sheriffs, and finally 

Sammy’s Law, which would allow us to reduce speed 

limits in the City. The passage of these SLRs will be
