Today, we will be voting on two pieces of 

legislation, Intro. 200-A sponsored by Council Member 

Salamanca in relation to reporting on objections to 

orders for the abatement and remediation of lead 

conditions, and Intro. 1074-A sponsored by Council 

Member Hudson in relation to prohibiting the use of 

City resources to enforce restrictions on gender-

affirming care. 

I am proud to support both of these 

bills. As a Member of the Council’s LGBTQIA+ Caucus, 

I am especially proud to co-sponsor Council Member 

Hudson’s bill, Intro. 1074, which would send a strong 
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message that our City will not participate in the 

criminalization of personal health decisions.  

I want to acknowledge the Members that 

are here today. Council Member Yeger, Council Member 

Ariola, Council Member Narcisse, Council Member 

Barron, and Council Member Hudson. 

Council Member Hudson, do you want to 

make a statement?

Vote is currently at eight in the affirmative 

and still open. 

COUNCIL MEMBER MENIN: Thank you so much. 

Sorry about that. 

COMMITTEE CLERK WILLIAM MARTIN: Okay. 

Continuation roll call, the Committee on Health. 

Council Member Menin. 

COUNCIL MEMBER MENIN: Aye. 

COMMITTEE CLERK WILLIAM MARTIN: Thank 

you. Final vote is now nine in the affirmative, zero 

in the negative, and no abstentions. 

Madam Chair, that is a full Committee.
