Each year, roughly 

7,500 New York City students spend time in foster 

care, and the City continues to see rising numbers of 

students in temporary housing with over 20,000 

students in temporary housing enrolled in DOE schools 
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since last year. This bill would amend Title 21-A to 

expand data captured by the report, particularly as 

it relates to students who are in foster care or who 

are in temporary data. More data will allow for far 

greater oversight and analysis on serving the City’s 

most vulnerable students.
