CHAIRPERSON SALAMANCA: [GAVEL] All right, 

good afternoon and welcome to the Committee on Land 

Use. I am Rafael Salamanca, Jr. I am the Chair of 

this Committee.  

I would like to welcome my esteemed 

Colleagues who have joined us today. We’ve been 

joined by Council Member Rivera, Chair Louis, Chair 

Riley, Abreu, Brooks-Powers, Bottcher, Krishnan, and 

Council Member Sanchez. 

I want to thank Chair Louis and Chair 

Riley for their work on our two Subcommittees. 

Today, we are voting to approve six 

individual landmark designations by the LPC including 

two sites in Council Member Feliz’ District in the 
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Bronx, LU 267 for the Fire Alarm Telegraph Bureau 

Bronx Central Office and LU 269 for the Firehouse 

Engine Company 88/Ladder Company 38, LU 268 for the 

Bronx Opera House in Deputy Speaker Ayala’s District 

in the Bronx, LU 270 for the 935 St. Nicholas 

Building in Council Member Abreu’s District in 

Manhattan, LU 271 for the Hotel Cecil and Minton’s 

Playhouse Building in Council Member Richardson 

Jordan’s District in Manhattan, and LU 272 for the 

Dizzy Gillespie residence in Council Member Moya’s 

District in Queens.  

We are also voting to approve a 

Preconsidered LU item on the application number G 

230035 CCK related to the Livonia4 project in Council 

Member Barron’s District in Brooklyn. This is a 

request from HPD to clarify the block and lot numbers 

identifying the disposition area and the project area 

in the Council’s original 2022 resolution.  

We are also voting to approve with 

modifications LU 263 for the South Richmond Zoning 

Relief text amendment in Minority Leader Borelli’s 

District in Staten Island. This is a proposal by the 

Department of City Planning to streamline existing 

land use regulations in the Special South Richmond 
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District. Our modification will help ensure that 

existing projects under the development are not 

negatively impacted by the initiative and involve a 

few administrative corrections.  

We are voting to approve with 

modifications LUs 275 and 276 in the 703 Myrtle 

Avenue Rezoning in Council Member Restler’s District 

in Brooklyn. The proposal includes a zoning map 

amendment and related MIH zoning text amendment that 

together will facilitate a mixed-use project with 54 

apartments and ground-floor retail space. Our 

modification will be to strike MIH Option 2 and to 

add deep affordability.

Seeing none, I now call for a vote to 

approve the Preconsidered LUs for the Livonia4 

technical correction and LUs 267, 268, 269, 270, 271, 

and 272, and to approve with modifications I have 

described LU 263 and LU 275 and 276.
