Bill Title: 
A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to lead reference/action levels and standards relating to lead-based paint hazards
Bill Summary:

This bill would reduce the blood lead reference level to five micrograms per deciliter. Additionally, this legislation would create a soil lead reference level of 400 parts per million (ppm) for areas where children may play and 1,200 ppm for other area, and would create a water lead reference level of 15 parts per billion (ppb). These reference and action levels would also require that the City adopt reference levels corresponding to future federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention or Environmental Protection Agency lower reference level standards, or submit a report detailing why a lower level should not be adopted.
