A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to investigation by the department of health and mental hygiene in connection with lead poisoning incidents
Bill Summary:

This bill would require the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) to conduct a building-wide inspection for lead if a child of an applicable age with an elevated blood lead level resides in a building where the lead level in water supplied for drinking or cooking exceeds the water lead action level, or where a lead-based paint hazard exists. DOHMH must also investigate daycare facilities, preschools and schools that were attended by the person with an elevated blood level, and parks, playgrounds or other areas with bare soil that the person with elevated blood level visits.
