Maria work but beyond and having a few moments to
speak with Minister Michael Vanacore just a few
minutes before stated reminds me of the youth that is
alive and well in our faith traditions and he really
represents that next chapter of work that really
combines his passion for organizing neighborhoods
within the faith traditions in a neighborhood like
Sunset Park that needs more housing advocacy, that
needs more jobs and ideas that I just got in the few
minutes with him I think are gonna continue to change
and transform our relationship and the communities
relationship. Thank you so much for being here and
for your love for our community in Sunset Park.

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SPEAKER JOHNSON: Good afternoon. Thank
you, Madam Public Advocate. Before we begin with
today’s agenda, I'd like to take time to honor some
of the legendary New Yorkers we recently lost. Many
of us lost a mentor and friend and giant in Herman
Denny Farrell, Jr. As a long time assemblyman in
upper Manhattan, Denny represented his constituents
with the utmost grace, dedication and integrity. He
was one of the good guys, kind, thoughtful,
committed, compassionate and a sharp dresser to boot.
We are thinking of Denny’s family and his former
colleagues and we extend our deepest condolences to
all of them. Rest in peace to our dear friend.
We’re also thinking of former NYPD Chief of
Detectives, William Alley, who passed away of 911
related leukemia. We New Yorkers will never forget
the sacrifice that Chief Alley made and are grateful
for his decades of service to our City. Our thoughts
and prayers are with his family, friends and all of
the men and women in the New York City Police
Department. We’re also saddened by the loss of
Angelo Falcon, a long-time advocate for the Latino
community. Angelo served as one of the loudest

voices for Hispanic New Yorkers and made an impact on
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everyone he fought for. Our thoughts and prayers are
with Angelo’s loved ones on his untimely passing and
lastly we remember our workers who have died on the
job over the past month. Daynond Shysumdar
[phonetic], a security guard at JFK Airport who died
in a car accident in the airport parking lot.
Carolina Wilson, a custodial assistant for DECAS at
the Queens State Supreme Courthouse died from
injuries on her job and Harry Ramnouth [phonetic], a
security guard crushed by a large falling glass panel
while on his job. If everyone could stand so we
could have a moment of silence for all that we lost.

So I want to acknowledge some of the special
visitors. I’'m not sure if they’re here yet but they
are going to be here and when they arrive we can make
sure that they are recognized. The special visitors
we have in the gallery today or when they get here,
they’11l be in the gallery, from the Town of Loiza,
Puerto Rico, home of the Afro Puerto Rican music,
we’re excited to host municipal legislators Hose

Asario [phonetic], Denise Lanzo Cortio [phonetic],

We know the
Town of Loiza is still recovering from Hurricane
Maria and our thoughts and prayers and resources are
here for you. Please continue to work with our great
colleague, Council Woman Diana Ayala and let us know
how the Council can be helpful.

O0Oh and
Carlina as well, I apologize so if you please, I want
to acknowledge and let Carlina and Diana say
something if they want to speak about our visitors
and also the impact that Hurricane Maria has had.

I want to say that this town
experienced severe devastation during Hurricane
Sandy. I’'m sorry, that’s personal trauma, during
Hurricane Maria and almost 5,000 boricuas [phonetic]
were lost in that catastrophic event and so having
these groups coming to visit us really bring
awareness to a very serious situation that is still
going on. Almost 5,000 Puerto Rican people have been
reported dead in Puerto Rico and Loiza is such a
historical place. I’'m so honored to be here hosting
and I'm looking forward to celebrating with everyone
on Sunday for what should be a wonderful day of
heritage and celebration.

The
project will be 100% affordable and includes 134
residential units and commercial space and is located
in Land Use Committee Chair Rafael Salamanca’s
district. 280 Richards Waterfront Authorization,
we’ll be voting to modify the design requirements for
a waterfront public access area in connection with
the development of a five story commercial building
in Council Member Carlos Menchaca’s district. We’ll
also be approving the following tax exemption, ANCP
107 W. 105" Street in Manhattan. It’s an Article XI
tax exemption and an urban development action area
project UDAAP to facilitate the preservation of two
partially occupied buildings as 100% affordable
housing in Council Member Mark Levine’s district.
Berian [phonetic] Gardens, an Article XI tax
exemption for Berian Gardens, a 77 unit affordable
senior housing facility in Council Member’s Ampry-

Samuels district. Hudson Pierce 2, Manhattan, an
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Article XI tax exemption to facilitate the
preservation of two fully occupied buildings totaling
83 residential units as 100% affordable housing in
Council Member Mark Levine’s district. Culver L, an
Article XI tax exemption for Culver L, Phase 1,
affordable home ownership project in Council Member
Brad Lander’s district. Van Buren Green NIHOP
Amendment, an amendment to a previously approved
project in Council Member Robert Cornegy’s district
to ensure that the transaction with the homebuyer’s
will no longer trigger additional New York State real
estate transfer taxes. 501 W. 51°° Street is an
Article XI tax exemption for a building containing 22
residential units and three commercial units in my
district in Hell’s Kitchen. I want to thank the
entire Land Use division, especially Jeff Une
[phonetic], Liz Lee and Brian Paul. Moving on, the
Council will vote on the following pieces of
legislation today. Introduction 401A sponsored by
Council Member Paul Vallone. This has been a long
road for Council Member Vallone and his family. All
of the Vallones, his father, his brother and his
amazing mother and this bill’s gonna require that the

Department of Health and Mental Hygiene ensure that
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full service animal shelters are operated in all five
boroughs by July 1, 202. While the city operates
facilities to receive lost, stray, or homeless dogs
and cats in the Bronx and Queens, neither borough is
currently served by a full service animal shelter. I
feel very passionately about this. I adopted my cat
from the animal shelter in East Harlem in Council
Member Avyala’s district and every borough, Queen and
the Bronx deserve a full service animal shelter. I
want to thank the staff who worked on this, Demmanuel
Hilou [phonetic], Emily Balkin and Jeanette Merrill.
Next we’ll vote on a comprehensive package of
legislation to provide opioid and drug treatment and
prevention services. The opioid epidemic has
affected the lives of too many New York families and
I'm proud that my colleagues and I are working to
provide all the help that these New Yorkers
absolutely need. Introduction 615A sponsored by
Council Member Diana Ayala would require the
Department of Health and Mental Hygiene to provide
opioid overdose reversal drugs such as Naloxone to
all syringe exchange programs operating in the City
of New York. It would also require that DOHMH ensure

that all syringe staff members are properly trained
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in overdose prevention and first, I want to

congratulate Council Member Ayala. Is this your,
it’s her first bill. Congratulations, Diana,
congratulations.

SPEAKER JOHNSON: Introduction 618A
sponsored by Council Member Justin Brannan would
require the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene
to develop age appropriate educational materials on
drug and opioid awareness and prevention and I want
to congratulate him on his first bill as well today.

SPEAKER JOHNSON: Introduction 623A
sponsored by Council Member Andrew Cohen would
require the Fire Department to report quarterly to
the City Council and the Department of Health and
Mental Hygiene on the number of opioid antagonists
the department has available, the number of emergency
technicians, EMT’s, and other department employees
trained to administer opioid antagonists and the
number of opioid overdose reversal drugs administered
by EMT’s. Say that ten times fast so I want to
congratulate Council Member Andrew Cohen on that.

Council Member Ritchie Torres sponsored three bills
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in this package. Introduction 667A would regquire the
Department of Social Services to refer individuals
residing in Department of Homeless Service Shelters
or HIV and AIDS service administration facilities
that suffered a non-fatal overdose to additional
services. Introduction 668A would require the
Department of Health and Mental Hygiene to provide
opioid overdose prevention or reversal training to
the public. DOHMH already provides such trainings
but this law would codify existing trainings and
ensure they occur as long as necessary and
Introduction 669A would require that the Municipal
Drug Strategy Advisory Council, a council established
by local law 48 in 2017 and it’s comprised of
healthcare professionals, advocates, and persons
suffering from substance misuse disorder to include
in its binary report the number of overdose reversal
drugs that are distributed to city agencies so
congratulations to Council Member Torres.
Introduction 717A sponsored by Council Member Jumaane
Williams would require the New York City Police
Department report quarterly to the City Council and
the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene on the

number of opioid antagonists the department has

I have to say, one of my,
someone I know who’s no longer in the Council, her
first bill was to notify people when the movie was
gonna start before they walked in the door but yours
are about some incredibly important issues. You guys
have come in, you’re knocking it out of the ballpark
right away and I just really want you both to know
how much I appreciate you and Council Member Rivera,
I just really want to congratulate you on the
legislation that would require Airbnb to turn over
all the illegal rentals to the Office of Special
Enforcement. I still think that with the click of a
button, they could just make sure that only people
who are renting legally would have it on their
website. They’re gonna up costing the City so much

more money in addition to the lost affordable housing
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and I just want to let you know how much I appreciate
that. Aye on all.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE JAMES: Thank you.

First I want to give a big
shout out to Council Member Vallone and congratulate
him on the passage of this overdue bill.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE JAMES: Council Member,
one second. Quiet in the Chambers please. The
Council Member has the floor, quiet please. Sorry,
Council Member.

COUNCIL MEMBER SALAMANCA: Thank you. I
also want to congratulate Council Member Ayala and
Brannan on the passage of your new bills. This
opioid package bill will have a great affect in my
community so I thank you. Today we’ll be voting on
LU 86, 87, and 88 which amounts to 111 Willow Avenue
which is a project in my district. This 134 unit
building will be the third consecutive project

approved in my district with 100% affordable housing
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that this body has passed in the last five weeks.

111 Willow offers mixed income affordability, so
extremely low income and low income residents and
hard working families with $40,000 incomes can also
be eligible to live in a brand new building. It'’s
unfair to tell the bread winners of any household
making minimum wage that combined they are considered
too rich for affordable housing. It will also be the
third consecutive project approved in my district
with at least a 15% set aside for the formerly
homeless. 1In total, these three projects will create
78 units for the formerly homeless in my district.
While it may not seem like it’s a lot, these numbers
start to add up and together as a Council we can
continue to grow these numbers. I would like to give
a big thank you to Raju, Jeff, and Amy, and Julie
from the Land Use staff and my team, John, Lauren and

Brian for all the help. Thank you. I vote aye on

all.

CLERK: Rodriguez?

COUNCIL MEMBER RODRIGUEZ: Aye.

SPEAKER JOHNSON: All bills have been
referred to Committee as indicated on the printed
agenda.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE JAMES: We will now move
to the Resolution, Resolution 197, a resolution
calling upon the New York City Department of
Education to include drug awareness education
concerning opioids in the school curriculum and we’ll
now hear from the sponsor, Council Member Brannan.

COUNCIL MEMBER BRANNAN: National Opioid
Epidemic has hit people across our city very hard.
It’s no secret that opioid deaths involving opioid
use in crimes, associated with opioid use have risen
drastically in recent years and I think as elected
officials it’s our responsibility to give our
constituents all the tools they possibly, that are
available to them and misinformation and lack of
information are, can be deadly when it comes to the

opioid crisis so I want to thank again, Speaker
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Johnson for his leadership and getting this package
done today which is very, very important. Thank you.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE JAMES: Seeing no other
speakers, all those in favor say aye.

CITY COUNCIL: Aye.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE JAMES: All those
opposed? Any abstention? The ayes have it. Now to
general discussion beginning with Council Member Koo.

SPEAKER JOHNSON: Madam Public Advocate,

I would ask that folks that are participating in
general discussion to please be as quick as possible
and if you haven’t signed up, please don’t sign up.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE JAMES: We’ll put the
clock on. Please put the clock on. Thank you.
Council Member Koo, quiet on the floor.

COUNCIL MEMBER KOO: I’11l be very brief.
Thank you. Today I’'m asking my colleagues to join me
in supporting two bills regarding the use of sidewalk
space in my district and also air pollution
throughout the city. The first bill I'm introducing
is Intro 969 which will create a special district in
downtown Flushing that be that will prohibit street
vending and stoop line stands. Okay, downtown

Flushing is overrun with sidewalk obstruction. Last
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year we widened the sidewalks in hopes of making life
easier for thousands, hundreds of thousands of
pedestrians who share the space with bus stops,
subways and Mom and Pop stores. Unfortunately, our
widened sidewalks has more and more illegal street
vendors and stoop line stands. People who are taking
advantage of the new space to selling everything from
health insurance, counterfeit handbags, 99 cent
stuff, parts and pens, fruits and vegetables, and of
course, socks. As a small business owner, I have no
objection to people innovating in order to turn a
profit but I strongly object to those who do so at
the expense of their community. This bill sits to
return our sidewalks to the people. The next bill
Intro 970 will prohibit the use of char boilers in
all city mobile food vending units. According to the
Department of Health testimony in 2016, one vendor
grilling meat emits an amount of particle pollution
in one day equivalent to what a diesel truck emits
driving 3,500 miles, the distance of driving to
Denver and back so

PUBLIC ADVOCATE JAMES: Please conclude
your remarks.

COUNCIL MEMBER KOO: Last sentence
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PUBLIC ADVOCATE JAMES: Last sentence,
thank you.

[Laughter]

COUNCIL MEMBER KOO: This bill would long
restrict [Inaudible] service cooking appliances like
the griddles used in [Inaudible] anyway.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE JAMES: Thank you Council
Member.

COUNCIL MEMBER KOO: This are significant
cleaner method of cooking. Thank you.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE JAMES: Council Member
Barron. Quiet in the Chambers please.

COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Thank you, Madam
Public Advocate. I just wanted to rise to say that I
wanted to recognize a great accomplishment that had
been contributed to this State by Assembly member
Denny Farrell. He was a great colleague and friend
while I was in the Assembly and secondly just to say
that the bill that I introduced regarding specialized
high schools about five years ago is going to be
amended, the resolution rather, is going to be
amended. There’s going to be a lot of talk about it
but we’ve got to recognize that we cannot continue to

participate in a system that basically is redlining
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in education because it does not provide an
opportunity for Black and Latino students to have a
fair representation in the specialized high schools
so we’re gonna have the Reso amended and discussed
Chambers and we look forward to that. Thank you.
was first introduced by Kareem Kamara in the Assemb
and is now being carried by my husband Assembly
member Charles Barron.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE JAMES: Thank you.
Council Member King.

COUNCIL MEMBER KING: Thank you, Madam
Public Advocate. Today I'm asking my colleagues to
sign onto three pieces of legislation I'm
introducing.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE JAMES: Shhhhh.

COUNCIL MEMBER KING: The first one 1is
Intro 956. It establish a liaison for city workers
who are in trouble, are having housing problem. A
number of housing workers are homeless and they’re
having real challenge of finding houses and this is
established information, a person who will be
dedicated within the City of New York to help them
find housing. The second one is Intro 968. I don’

know about you but in my district and as I move

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around the City of New York, I find a lot of
advertisement on a lot of bodegas where you got a
sandwich, a Pepsi and a hooker pipe. I don’t know
what messages they trying to send to New Yorkers but
our children with this bill will require the
Department of Health to do research to find out the
effects that this advertisement has on kids and
promoting smoking and bad habits so I’'m hoping you
all will sign on and the third one that I'm
introducing today will be Intro 967. As you know,
there’s been a lot of killings, a lot of robberies
when it comes to our taxi drivers. 967 will put a
panic button in the taxis and cars to make sure it
goes directly to NYPD. We know there are cameras in
cars but cameras catch the crime but we want to make
sure we stop the crime with real time response by
NYPD so I'm asking you to sign on to this piece of
legislation that we can save lives for our
breadwinners in the taxi industry and finally I’'d
like to invite everyone to the African America 2018
Awards Ceremony that’s gonna be happening here in the
Tweed Building as we celebrate Kendrick Lamar for

being the first rapper to ever get the Pulitzer Prize
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along with Fat Joe and a few others here in the City
of New York. God bless and thank you. Mr. Speaker.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE JAMES: Council Member
Rodriguez.

COUNCIL MEMBER RODRIGUEZ: Guatemala is
going thru a natural disaster that require our
attention and support. Today I stand together with
Council Member Menchaca, Hispanic Federation, The
Immigration Coalition, The Black and Latino Nation
Caucus to ask New Yorkers to show one more time the
level of compassion and solidarity that we have shown
in previous cases supporting Mexico, Puerto Rico,
Dominican Republic and many other countries. Today
we call for temporary protective status designation
for what [Inaudible] in the country and also will be
displayed by the volcano. Many will seek help and
those who are here will not be able to safely and
securely reintegrate themselves to Guatemalan society
in these moments of uncertainty. There are thousands
Guatemalans in our city and over 1.4 million in the
nation. The federal government must step up to the
plate and recognize the humanitarian and practical
economic importance of this designation. New Yorkers

can help by donating to the Hispanic Federation

We’re running out of months and days but this month
as we celebrate Gay Pride Month, we also celebrate
Caribbean Heritage Month, my friends from the
Caribbean, celebrate Black History Music Month, but
today is actually Tourettes Syndrome Awareness Day.
I am, for a while, I was the only Council, the only
elected official in the country known to have
Tourettes Syndrome. Someone broke that record in
this State. Also, there’s another two Council
Members who have, elected officials that have
Tourettes Syndrome so I just wanted to shout out

Tourettes Syndrome Awareness Day. Many people know
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that I do have that as well as Attention Deficit but
I'm here and many people often stop me in the street
to talk about their family members who have it and
the inspiration of seeing me. Don’t know what to do
with that yet but I'm proud that I'm able to provide
that. I did want to mention Pablo the Pizza Man who
is detained now and to point out something that many
people don’t realize as we point out the [Inaudible]
of madness that’s happening. There were a lot of
Democrats who opposed giving driver’s license to
undocumented people were in this city and in this
country. If there was a driver’s license for him, he
may still be at work with his family. Wanted to make
sure I point that out and hopefully at 4 o’clock my
colleagues can join myself, Council Member Rose,
Council Member Treyger for a press conference on
SYAP, the number one way to cut violence, crime,
arrests in half is to give a young person a job.

Public Advocate. Today I’'m introducing Intros 971
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and 972, the Reckless Driver Accountability Act.
This would target the most reckless drivers who are
out on our roads. In the days after Dorothy Bruns
killed the two babies in my district, we realized
that there are drivers out there running red light
after red light, speed zone after speed zone and each
time it’s just a $50 ticket. We’re doing nothing to
try to get the most reckless drivers off our streets.
I hope you’ll take a look. I’'d be happy to talk
about it with you and that you’ll consider signing
on. Thank you.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE JAMES: And I hope that
everyone would look at 974. As you know, there was a
decision by the Supreme Court which would allow
companies to deny employees access to the courts.
The bill basically requires that they disclose their
facts in the job advertisements. Please sign on,
974. A vote.
