	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the creation and implementation of an electronic death registration system

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation will create an electronic death registration system (EDRS) to allow doctors, authorized hospital staff and funeral directors to electronically input information necessary to complete a death certificate and send such certificate electronically to the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH).  The goal of this legislation is to expedite the issuance of certified death certificates, the burial or cremation process and the settlement of estates.  The legislation requires DOHMH to develop an EDRS, as well as develop and provide training to the appropriate parties in the operation of the EDRS.  The legislation also requires DOHMH to provide access to the EDRS in the form of computers at the DOHMH’s Bureau of Vital Statistics.  This legislation also provides penalties for those who violate the rules promulgated pursuant to this legislation.  Finally, the legislation requires the establishment of an advisory panel to advise the commissioner on the progress in implementing this legislation.



	Effective Date:  This legislation shall take effect immediately.

	Impact on Revenues:  It is estimated that the impact on revenues of this legislation, in the form of fines and fees received from providing training, will be approximately $200,000 per year, beginning in Fiscal 2005.



	Impact on Expenditures:  It is estimated that the City will have to allocate an additional $900,000 in capital funding to complete this project in Fiscal 2005.  Assuming annual debt service payments on this project will be approximately $200,000 per year for five years, beginning in Fiscal 2005, the total additional cost will be approximately $1.9 million, with final payments expected in Fiscal 2010.  Actual principal and interest costs will be based on the terms of the actual bond sale.  It is also estimated that the Department will incur approximately $500,000 in personal service and other costs associated with the training and certification requirements of this legislation, as well as operating costs associated with the system.
