	Title: To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to penalties and signage regarding the idling of motor vehicles.

	Sponsors:
Council Members Moskowitz, Avella, Brewer, Clarke, Comrie, Dilan, Gerson, et.al.



	Summary of Legislation: Section one of the bill amends section 24-178 of the Administrative Code of New York City by adding a specific penalty for violations of section 24-163 of the Code. The bill would increase the penalty that may be assessed for a first violation of the idling law and establishes a penalty structure for multiple violations. Section one of the legislation maintains the minimum penalty of not less than $220 for a first violation, but increases the maximum from not more than $875 to not more than $1,000. The penalty structure for multiple violations is as follows: a minimum of $330 and a maximum of $1,500 for a second violation within two years of the first violation and a minimum of $440 and a maximum of $2,000 for a third or subsequent violations within a period of two years.
Section two of the legislation amends section 24-163 of the Code and states that DOT shall post signs related to prohibited idling that comply with the standards set forth in the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices. Such signs shall include the maximum penalty associated with a violation of the idling restrictions, where practicable, and shall be posted as follows: (1) at each exit within New York City of each bridge and tunnel having only one end point in the city; (2) at a minimum of five locations in each borough where two or more truck routes intersect; (3) at each bus layover area designated by the Commissioner of Transportation pursuant to 34 RCNY 4-10(c)(3); (4) at each multiple use bus terminal point; (5) in close proximity to each school bus depot; and (6) at other appropriate locations as jointly determined by the Commissioners of Environmental Protection and Transportation, including, but not limited to, locations for which the City receives a substantial number of complaints of idling motor vehicles.



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect six months after its enactment into law.
