BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would require the Department of Education (DOE) to report annually on how yellow bus routes are determined, goals for time limits for yellow bus routes, recommendations for how to promote diversity with yellow bus services, and the number of buses and staff needed to meet those goals and recommendations. This bill would also require DOE to make bus routes public at least one month before school starts, as well as whether trial runs for the routes have been completed, and any process by which parents or DOE staff may appeal a bus route.
