Bill Title: 
A local law in relation to requiring the department of health and mental hygiene to report on the occurrence of diabetes and diabetes-related health problems and develop a plan to reduce diabetes-related health problems
Bill Summary:

This bill would require the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) to report twice a year on the rate of diabetes-related health problems including the number of lower-limb amputations, diabetes related blindness, dialysis rates, diabetes related depression and anxiety rates, the number of cases of End Stage Renal Disease and updates from the New York A1C Registry. The bill would also require DOHMH to compile a comprehensive report by 2020 and submit recommendations and a plan to reduce the occurrence of diabetes-related health problems.
