	Summary of Legislation:    This legislation would require standpipes and sprinklers to be painted either a green or red color to allow for easy inspection for damages and to prevent such systems from being damaged. Dedicated sprinklers, excluding attachments, gauges, valves and other operable parts of sprinkler systems as well as horizontal branch lines, must be painted.  


	Effective Date:   This local law shall take effect one hundred eighty days after enactment except that the commissioner of buildings shall take such actions as are necessary for its implementation, including the promulgation of rules, prior to such effective date.
