Introduction

On January 29, 2019, the Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Robert E. Cornegy, Jr. will hold a hearing on the following legislation: Int. No. 7, Int. No. 226, Int. No. 835, Int. No. 1124, Int. No. 1125 and Int. No. 1128. The Committee expects to receive testimony from the Administration, housing advocates, representatives of the real estate industry, and other interested members of the public.

Int. No. 7

Int. No. 7 would require the Department of Housing Preservation and Development (HPD) to submit a report to the Council detailing the number of class A, class B and private registered dwellings, and the total number of dwelling units contained in such buildings, disaggregated by community district. The report would be submitted biannually to the Council.
This legislation would take effect 120 days after becoming law. 
Int. No. 226
Int. No. 226 would require an owner of any real property in the city to register the property as vacant upon it being vacant one year. Registrations would need to be renewed annually and failure to register a property would result in a fine between $100 and $500 per week.
This legislation would take effect 90 days after becoming law.
Int. No. 835

Int. No. 835 would require a city agency designated by the Mayor, to submit a biennial report to each Council Member that catalogues the number and location of vacant, abandoned properties in each Council District.

This legislation would take effect immediately.
Int. No. 1124

Int. No. 1124 would require the commissioner of the Department of Buildings to commence proceedings to seal, secure and close a property where $25,000 or more in unpaid fines is owed to the city with respect to the property.

This legislation would take effect 120 days after becoming law.

Int. No.1125 would require the Department of Housing Preservation and Development to report foreclosure data collected under section 27-2109.1 of the Administrative Code to each Council Member, as relevant to their specific districts.

Section 1. Title 26 of the administrative code of the city of New York, is amended by adding a new chapter 21 to read as follows:

CHAPTER 21

REPORTING REQUIREMENTS FOR OWNERS OF VACANT PROPERTY

§26-2101 Reporting. a. As used in this chapter:

Department. The term "department" means the department of housing preservation and development.

Commissioner. The term "commissioner" means the commissioner of housing preservation and development.

b. The owner of any real property within the city shall register with the department upon such property being vacant for one year. Such registration shall be in a manner to be determined by the commissioner but shall, at a minimum, include the name of the owner of such property, along with the electronic mail address and phone number of an individual who shall be the contact person for such property. Such registration shall be renewed annually thereafter with such additional information as the department may require. The department may impose a fee necessary for administering the provisions of this section. The owner of any property that has been vacant for one year or more on the effective date of this section shall file such registration not more than 60 days following the effective date of this section. When real property that has been vacant for one year or more is sold, the new owner of such real property shall register in accordance with this section within 30 days of taking ownership of such property.

c. A person who fails to register as required by subdivision b of this section shall be subject to a civil penalty of not less than $100 nor more than $500 for every week or portion thereof that there is a failure to register.

§ 2. This local law takes effect 90 days after it becomes law, except that the commissioner of housing preservation and development may take such actions as are necessary for its implementation, including the promulgation of rules, before such effective date.

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
 

Section 1. Section 3307.7 of the New York city building code, as amended by local law 141 for the year 2013, is amended to read as follows:

3307.7 Fences. All sites where a new building is being constructed, or a building is being demolished to grade, shall be enclosed with a fence. Fences shall also be installed to fully or partially enclose sites, as necessary, where there exists an open excavation, an unenclosed portion of a building accessible at grade, or other hazard to the public. Such fences shall be at least 8 feet (2438 mm) high, built solid for their entire length out of wood or other suitable material, and shall be returned at the ends to the extent necessary to effectively close off the site.

Exceptions: 1.  The commissioner may approve the use of a chain link fence to:

[1.] (i) Secure a site where work has been interrupted or abandoned and discontinued, and a registered design professional has certified that all construction or demolition equipment and material that pose a hazard to the safety of the public and property have been removed from the site or safely secured. Prior to the resumption of work, the chain link fence shall be replaced by a solid fence meeting the requirements of this section.

[2.] (ii) Secure portions of a site where a one- two- or three-family building, or a commercial building 40 feet (12 192 mm) or less in height, is being constructed or demolished and such building is setback at least 15 feet (4572 mm) from sidewalks or spaces accessible to the public and 5 feet (1524 mm) from adjoining buildings or structures.

2. The commissioner shall require that all wooden fences or fences made from material other than chain link installed at sites where work has been interrupted or abandoned and discontinued for two years be replaced with chain link fences after a registered design professional has certified that all construction or demolition equipment and material that pose a hazard to the safety of the public and property have been removed from the site or safely secured. Prior to the resumption of work, the chain link fence shall be replaced by a solid fence meeting the requirements of this section.
