Bill Title: 
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the return of security deposits within 60 days of the end of a lease
Bill Summary:

This bill would require commercial or residential landlords to return security deposits, less any lawful deductions, to the tenant within 60 days of the end of the lease.
Effective Date:
The same date as a local law amending the administrative code of the city of New York, relating to requiring landlords to provide tenants with documentation of damages when deducting money from a tenant’s security deposit, as proposed in introduction number 442 for the year 2018, takes effect
