We have a bill pending before us; a
proposed Intro 890-A, which is a regionally
significant project concerning the Flying Food
Groups. Basically, they want to move from their
current location, which technically is in Council
Member James' district.

And, I've had conversations with Council Member
Sanders and he has no opposition to this. It's a
project that, like the cost of the machinery,
employee training will increase from approximately
22.5 million to approximately $25 million. It's a
union shop and that 93% of their employees, that's
483 jobs, reside in the City of New York; 7% of
their employees, 365 jobs, are residents of Queens
and that's 47% of their employees, which is 245

jobs, reside in southeast Queens.
