CHAIRPERSON DE BLASIO: This
meeting of General Welfare Committee is now called
to order. I want to thank my colleagues for being
here. We, today, are voting on Resolution 2145,
co-sponsored by Council Member Mendez and the
Speaker which supports the passage of State
legislation that would cap the rent share of
clients in the City's HASA [phonetic] programs a
30%. And General Welfare held a hearing on this
Resolution on September 23*¢. And now we're
proceeding to the vote.

The bottom line here is we still
have a tremendous problem in this City with HIV
and AIDS and in fact the highest AIDS case rate in
the nation among major cities. And we cannot be
complacent in addressing this problem. So many
people dealing with the challenge of HIV and AIDS
also have to deal with the economic challenge of
the high cost of rent in this City and our current
programs are not fair because they require clients
to pay such a substantial amount of their income,

in many cases over 50% of their income, that's not
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acceptable so we're passing this Resolution today
in support of State legislation sponsored by
Senator Dwayne and Assemblywoman Glick that would
cap the client contribution at 30%. This is an
act of justice, a necessary act of justice,
particularly in this economic crisis. And we are
absolutely certain it will help make people
healthier in addition to being fairer.

If we can add to the momentum
started with the Senate passed this legislation in
July, hopefully it will lead to the say soon when
the Assembly passes legislation and the Governor
signs it. And we believe this will help over
10,000 HASA clients to live a better life.
