A Local Law in relation to requiring the department of consumer affairs to waive and refund all fees related to sidewalk café licenses that are due on or after January 1, 2020 until December 31, 2020, and providing for the repeal of such provision upon the expiration thereof

On March 17, 2020, as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic, several businesses were ordered to close. Restaurants were required to stop providing dine-in service. As restaurants face unprecedented financial losses and can no longer utilize their sidewalk cafes during the state of emergency, this bill requires the Department of Consumer Affairs to waive and/or refund all fees due in the year 2020 related to sidewalk café licenses.

Immediately and retroactive to January 1, 2020
