SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: The proposed law would amend chapter two of title 19 of the administrative code of the
city of New York by adding a new section 19-213 to require that no notice of violation shall be issued for allegedly
parking in excess of the allotted time displayed on a munimeter receipt (defined as the receipt showing the amount of
parking time purchased that is dispensed by an electronic parking meter) or longer than the time period allowed by asign
posted by the Department of Transportation until five minutes after the time that such aviolation occurs.

EFFECTIVE DATE: Thislegidation would take effect ninety days after its enactment into law.

This bill will be considered again by the Committee on December 14, 2009
for an override of the veto, and will be considered by the Full Council on December 21, 2009.
