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INTRODUCTION

On August 18, 2020, the Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Robert Cornegy, Jr., will hear Preconsidered Int. No. 	, in relation to the definition of site safety training full compliance date. The Committee expects to receive testimony from the New York City Department of Buildings as well as representatives of the construction industry and other interested members of the public.

BACKGROUND

Local Law 196 of 2017 established, among other things, site safety training (“SST”) requirements for construction workers. When the legislation was enacted, the full compliance date for construction workers to complete the required hours of SST courses was May 1, 2019 (barring a determination of insufficient capacity). However, issues with training capacity did arise, with, among other variables, a delay in the rollout of the training curriculum from the Department of Small Business Services (“SBS”) and a shortage of course providers. These circumstances impeded the ability of many construction workers to complete their required SST courses and ultimately resulted in Local Law 119 of 2019, which extended the full compliance date to September 1, 2020. 
The COVID-19 crisis has further prevented construction workers from completing their required SST courses. Because of the virus, and subsequent social distancing requirements,[footnoteRef:1] in-person SST courses suddenly became unavailable, and only a limited number of course providers were able to conduct trainings remotely.[footnoteRef:2] As a result of these limitations, many construction workers who have yet to complete their SST requirements may be unable to do so by September 1, which may limit their job options or push them to continue working while out of compliance. A LOCAL LAW

To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the definition of site safety training full compliance date

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. The definition of “SITE SAFETY TRAINING (SST) FULL COMPLIANCE DATE” in section 3302.1 of the New York city building code, as amended by local law number 119 for the year 2019, is amended to read as follows:
SITE SAFETY TRAINING (SST) FULL COMPLIANCE DATE. [September 1, 2020] March 1, 2021.

§ 2. This local law takes effect immediately
