SARGEANT BIANO:  Good morning everyone 

and welcome to today's remote New York City Council 

Hearing on the Committee of Finance council vote.  At 

this time, would all panelists please turn on their 

video.  Once again, all panelists please turn on your 

video.  Please place all electronic devices on silent 

or vibrate.  Chair, we are ready to begin.  

CHAIRPERSON DANIEL DROMM:  Okay and thank 

you very much and thank you very much, good morning 

and welcome to today's meeting of the Committee on 

Finance.  I am Council Member Daniel Dromm and I am 

chair of the committee and we have been joined by:  

Council Members Cornegy, Koslowitz, Rosenthal, 
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Grodenchik, Adams, Ampry-Samuel, Ayala, Gjonaj, 

Powers, Louis, Matteo, Moya, Cumbo and Van Bramer.  

(clearing throat).  Excuse me.  Today the committee 

will be voting on two items, the transparency 

resolution and a BID resolution.  The transparency 

resolution sets forth the new designation and changes 

in the designation of certain organizations receiving 

local, aging, anti-poverty and youth discretionary 

funding and funding pursuant to certain organizations 

in the Budget.  Organizations appearing in the 

resolution that have not yet completed the pre-

qualification process conducted by the Mayor's Office 

of contract services, the council or another entity 

are identified in the attached charts with an 

asterisk.  As with all transparency resolutions, 

Council Members will have to sign a disclosure form 

indicating whether or not a conflict exists with any 

of the groups on the attached list.  If any Council 

Member has potential conflict of interest with any of 

the organizations listed, he or she has the 

opportunity to disclose the conflict at the time of 

their vote.  As the release disclosed with any 

conflicts that you have any proposed subcontractors 

used by an organization and sponsored by 
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discretionary funding. These disclosures must be made 

before the subcontractor can be approved. Disclosure 

form must be completed and submitted prior to the 

vote on the transparency resolution and may be 

emailed to Charles Davis.  The BID item that we are 

voting on is a resolution setting forth November 19, 

2020 at 9 a.m. on the City Council Virtual Hearing 

Room 1 to hold a public hearing considering the local 

law that would authorize an increase in the budgets 

of two existing BIDs, increase the amounts that they 

pay expend annually.  The budget increases have been 

requested by the property owners within the 

boundaries of each BID and they are the Bryant Park 

BID in Council Member Powers District and the 

Flatbush-Nostrand Junction BID in Council Member 

Louis' District.  Each of the Council Members have 

indicated that they support the requested budget 

increases.  More information regarding the specific 

amounts of the assessments, the assessment increases 

and the reasons for the request can be found in the 

Committee Report prepared by the Finance Division 

Staff. Those are all of today's items, are there any 

questions?  Seeing none, I will now Mr. William 

Martin, the Committee Clerk to call the role but we
