Introduction

        	On May 4, 2021, the Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Robert E. Cornegy, Jr. will hold a hearing on Int. No. 354, sponsored by Council Member Rosenthal, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to penalties for the unauthorized alteration or demolition of a premises calendared by the landmarks preservation commission; Int. No. 1127, sponsored by Council Member Holden, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to expediting permits; Int. No. 1366, sponsored by Council Member Moya, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring certain insurance filings with the department of buildings; Int. No. 1635, sponsored by Council Member Cumbo, A Local Law to amend the New York city charter and the New York city building code in relation to the display of artwork on temporary protective structures on construction sites; Int. No. 1667, sponsored by Council Member Levin, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring contractors and the department of buildings to make information regarding environmental monitoring of construction work publicly available; Int. No. 1737, sponsored by Council Member Rivera, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to after hours work authorization; and Proposed Int. The Committee expects to receive testimony from the New York City Department of Buildings (“DOB”) along with representatives of the real estate and construction industries, housing advocates, and other interested parties.
Legislation

	Below are brief summaries of the legislation being heard today by the Committee. These summaries are intended for informational purposes only and do not substitute for legal counsel. For more detailed information, you should review the full text of the bills, which are attached below.

Int. No. 354
Int. No. 354 would increase the civil and criminal penalties for demolishing or altering a building without a DOB issued permit when such building is calendared for consideration by the Landmarks Preservation Commission. Violators would be subject to a civil penalty between $25,000 and $50,000. Additionally, violators who are criminally convicted of such offense will be guilty of a misdemeanor punishable by a fine not more than $50,000 or by both such fine and up to a year imprisonment. 
This legislation would take effect 90 days after becoming law.



Int. No. 1127
Int. No. 1127 would require DOB to expedite work permits where ongoing work needs additional DOB permits to proceed. This bill would also require DOB to expedite amendments to permit applications. 
This legislation would take effect 120 days after becoming law.

Int. No. 1366
Int. No. 1366 would require DOB to collect information regarding insurance coverage provided at construction sites and store this information in an online database available to the public. 
This legislation would take effect 120 days after becoming law.

	Int. No. 1635
        	Int. No. 1635 would require the Public Design Commission to solicit works of art from the public for possible display on temporary protective structures at construction sites. In consultation with DOB and Department of Cultural Affairs, at least four of these works of art will be approved and made available for download on the Public Design Commission’s website. 
This legislation would take effect immediately.

Int. No. 1667
        	Int. No. 1667 would require contractors to report information on environmental monitoring of construction or demolition work to DOB and the Department of Environmental Protection (“DEP”). Contractors would also be required to post contact information at the site of construction or demolition work. Lastly, this bill would require DOB to post environmental monitoring information on its website. 
This legislation would take effect 120 days after becoming law.

Int. No. 1737
        	Int. No. 1737 would amend certain provisions relating to after hours construction work authorization. This bill would require any after hours variance (“AHV”) issued for emergency work purposes to expire 15 days after issuance instead of 19 days. This bill would require that an AHV issued for public safety purposes expire a certain number of days not to exceed 15 days, to be established by rule of the commissioner of environmental protection, in consultation with the commissioner of buildings. This bill would allow the issuance of an AHV for government construction projects of federal, state, or city government agencies, public utilities, and by or on behalf of educational institutions. This bill would require that an AHV issued for undue hardship purposes or to renew an AHV issued for public safety may only be issued for the hours of 6 a.m. to 7 a.m. and 6 p.m. to 10 p.m. on weekdays and for the hours of 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. on weekends. This bill would limit the number of days an AHV applicant can request an AHV to three weekdays per week and one Saturday or one Sunday per week, excluding any holiday on which alternate side of the street parking rules are suspended. This bill would require an applicant seeking an AHV for undue hardship to include certain information in their application, including, but not limited to, the name and contact information of an individual who can receive complaints about that construction site, and would require the agency that authorizes the AHV to post that information on its website. This bill would also require DEP to issue a written explanation for its decisions on whether to issue an AHV and require an annual report where DEP would report data to the Council on the administration of the AHV process. 
This legislation would take effect 90 days after becoming law.

Proposed Int. No. 1939-A
        	Proposed Int. No. 1939-A would require newly-constructed, as well as substantially renovated, nursing homes, adult homes, enriched housing and certain assisted living facilities to have standby power that is sufficient to run at least one elevator serving all floors, cooling or heating in at least one common area that can accommodate all occupants, refrigerators and freezers, and hallway lighting for no less than 72 hours. 
This legislation would take effect immediately.

Section 1. Section 857 of the New York city charter is amended by adding a new subdivision c to read as follows:
c. The commission shall annually solicit from the public the submission of works of art for display on temporary protective structures at construction sites.  The commission, in consultation with the department of buildings and the department of cultural affairs,  shall annually approve at least four such works of art for such display purposes, provided, however, that no such work of art shall be a sign or advertising sign as such terms are defined in the zoning resolution. No later than January 1, 2019, and annually thereafter, the commissioner shall make such approved works of art available in downloadable form on the commission’s website.  
§ 2. Section 3307 of the New York city building code is amended by adding a new section 3307.11 to read as follows:
3307.11. Artwork on temporary protective structures.  Artwork may be installed on temporary protective structures located on or over city-owned buildings, sidewalks and streets as provided in this section.

3307.11.1. Temporary protective structure types.  Temporary protective structures covered by this section include (i) sidewalk sheds, (ii) construction fences, (iii) supported scaffolds, and (iv) alternative systems approved pursuant to section 3308.8.

3307.11.2. Approved artwork.  For the purposes of this section, the term “artwork” means a work of art approved by the public design commission for display on temporary protective structures at construction sites pursuant to section 857 of the New York city charter.

3307.11.3. Sponsorship messages.  A sponsorship message may be displayed with artwork installed pursuant to this section. A sponsor may be any entity that has agreed to defray the costs of posting such artwork, including the developer, builder or an outside organization.  Sponsorship messages shall meet the size and location requirements described in Section 3307.11.8. Sponsorship messages may include the name and corporate logo of the sponsor, but shall not include an advertising message or product depiction. If the artwork is removed, the property owner or developer shall remove the sponsorship message.

3307.11.4. Illumination prohibited.  Artwork and sponsorship messages installed pursuant to this section shall not be illuminated.

3307.11.5. Required signs to be unobstructed.  Artwork installed pursuant to this section shall not obscure any sign required to be posted pursuant to section 3301.9.

3307.11.6. Artist credit.  A project site displaying artwork pursuant to this section shall display an artist credit.  Such artist credit shall conform to size and design standards promulgated by the public design commission. If a project site has a construction fence, such artist credit shall be posted at eye-level and on the opposite end of such fence from any signage required pursuant to Section 3301.9.  If a site does not have a construction fence, such artist credit shall be posted on the sidewalk shed.  

3307.11.7. Materials.  Artwork installed pursuant to this section shall be printed on completely flat surfaces and shall not include any illumination, electronic signage, protrusions, or projections.  Artwork shall be printed on materials that are durable, flame retardant, and able to withstand all weather conditions.  All such materials shall comply with the New York city construction codes, including the building code, and other applicable requirements. 

3307.11.7.1. Sidewalk sheds. Artwork displayed on a sidewalk shed shall be printed on lightweight, solid vinyl material that can be installed on the outer sides and ends of sheds either by stretching such vinyl material over the shed and fastening to the back or by affixing such vinyl material to self-adhesive panels that adhere directly to the shed.  Artwork shall not extend above or below the shed parapet. Materials shall be flame resistant in accordance with NFPA 701 or listed under UL 214.  

3307.11.7.2. Construction fences. Artwork displayed on construction fences shall be printed on lightweight, solid, vinyl material that can be installed on the outside of the construction fence either by stretching such vinyl material over the fence and fastening to the back or by affixing such vinyl material to self-adhesive panels that adhere directly to the fence structure. Artwork shall not extend beyond the top of the fence. Materials shall be flame resistant in accordance with NFPA 701 or listed under UL 214.  

3307.11.7.3. Safety netting systems. Artwork displayed on safety netting systems or approved alternative systems  shall be printed directly onto the material or shall adhere to it, shall be installed in accordance with the plans for the site as approved by the department, and meet all applicable flame resistance or retardance, wind and load requirements. 


3307.11.8. Installation. Artwork displayed on a temporary protective structure pursuant to this section shall be installed in conformity with rules promulgated by the department in consultation with the public design commission and the department of cultural affairs.

Section 1. Chapter 1 of title 28 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new article 121 to read as follows:

ARTICLE 121
ENVIRONMENTAL MONITORING

§ 28-120.1 Definitions. As used in this section, the following terms have the following meanings:
Contractor. The term “contractor” means a person, corporation or other business entity performing construction or demolition work in the city pursuant to a permit from the department.
Department. The term “department” means the department of buildings of the city of New York.

§ 28-120.2 Environmental monitoring of construction or demolition work. Any contractor who is required by law to develop a plan relating to environmental conditions created by construction or demolition work shall submit a report to the department and the department of environmental protection including any such plan and the results of any related test, survey or analysis performed in connection to such plan. 

1. Such reports shall include, but need not be limited to:

1.1. The name of the contractor;

1.2. The address of such construction or demolition work;

1.3. The noise mitigation plan for such construction or demolition work as required pursuant to Section 24-220 of the Administrative Code;

1.4. The air pollution monitoring information for such construction or demolition work as required pursuant to Section 24-141 of the Administrative Code, including average daily emissions;

1.5. Any other environmental monitoring information reported to the department by such contractor; and

1.6. Any unusual environmental conditions evidenced by such monitoring, including a significant increase or decrease in recorded data levels, disaggregated by type of environmental monitoring.

2. For construction or demolition work planned to be completed more than one year from the commencement of such construction or demolition work, such report shall be submitted no later than six months after the commencement of such construction or demolition work and every three months thereafter until the completion of such construction or demolition work. 

3. For construction or demolition work planned to be completed within one year from the commencement of such construction or demolition work, such report shall be submitted no later than two months after the commencement of such construction or demolition work and every two months thereafter until the completion of such construction or demolition work. 

4. Such contractor shall issue a final report no later than 30 days after the completion of such construction or demolition work which shall include any relevant information not included in previous reports issued pursuant to this subdivision. 

§ 28-120.3 Posting of environmental monitoring reports. No later than October 1, 2019, and no later than the first of the month for each calendar quarter thereafter, the department shall post on its data and reporting webpage the reports provided to the department pursuant to section 28-120.2. 

§ 28-120.4 Posting of contact information. At least 30 days before commencement of construction or demolition work, each contractor shall post at the site of such construction or demolition work the following information in conspicuously sized font:

1. The name of the contractor;

2. The telephone number of the contractor; 

3. The email address of the contractor; and

4. Information about how to register, free of charge, for a service provided by the department to receive an automated e-mail notification each time a change in status is recorded with respect to one or more construction projects pursuant to Section 28-103.35 of the Administrative Code.

Section 1. Subdivision (e) of section 24-223 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by local law number 113 for the year 2005, is amended to read as follows:
(e) Authorization for after hours construction work may only be issued in the following circumstances:
(1) Emergency work. Agencies shall authorize such after hours construction work for emergency conditions, inside or outside the property line, involving a threat to public safety or causing or likely to cause the imminent interruption of service required by law, contract or franchise. An emergency authorization issued pursuant to this paragraph shall expire as determined by the agency but no later than the [ninetieth] fifteenth day after its issuance and shall be renewable in accordance with agency procedures while the emergency continues.
(2) Public safety. Agencies may authorize such after hours work, inside or outside of the property line, where the agency determines that the work cannot reasonably or practicably be performed on weekdays between the hours of 7 a.m. and 6 p.m. because of traffic congestion and/or concern for worker and/or public safety. An authorization issued pursuant to this paragraph shall [expire, as determined by the agency, but] expire after a number of days that the commissioner of environmental protection shall, in consultation with the commissioner of buildings, establish by rule for the type of work involved, provided that such authorization shall expire no later than the [ninetieth] fifteenth day after its issuance and shall be renewable in accordance with [agency procedures] subdivision (f) of this section.
(3) [City] Government construction projects. Agencies may authorize after hours work (i) by or on behalf of federal, state or city agencies for projects that are judicially mandated or the subject of consent orders and/or where a project is necessary in the public interest including but not limited to facilities, equipment, and infrastructure for the provision of water, sewerage, sanitation, transportation, public utilities and other services necessary for the health or safety of the public and (ii) by or on behalf of educational institutions. An authorization issued pursuant to this paragraph for a government construction project shall remain in effect for the duration of the project.
(4) Construction activities with minimal noise impact. The commissioner shall promulgate rules setting forth a list of construction activities with minimal noise impact and specific noise mitigation measures applicable to such activities. Agencies may authorize the performance of such construction activities after hours in accordance with such rules.
(5) Undue hardship. [Agencies] Subject to the requirements of subdivision (f) of this section, agencies may authorize after hours work if the commissioner certifies that the permit holder has substantiated a claim of undue hardship resulting from unique site characteristics, unforeseen conditions, scheduling commitments and/or financial considerations outside the control of the permit holder and that the applicant has received approval from the department of an alternative noise mitigation plan pursuant to section 24-221 of this subchapter, specifying the activities and devices that will be used for such after hours construction and setting forth the additional mitigation measures, above and beyond those measures otherwise required for such devices and activities pursuant to the department's rules, that the applicant will use to significantly limit noise emissions from the site of such after hours work. Applications for such certification shall be submitted to the department in a form and manner to be set forth in the rules of the department. The applicant for an after hours authorization under this paragraph shall submit such certification to the issuing agency.
§ 2. Section 24-223 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new subdivision (f) to read as follows:
(f) (1) Authorization for after hours construction work pursuant to paragraph (5) of subdivision (e) of this section or renewals of after hours construction work permits pursuant to paragraph (2) of such subdivision may only be issued for the hours of 6 a.m. to 7 a.m. and 6 p.m. to 10 p.m. on weekdays and for the hours of 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. on weekends. 
(2) An applicant seeking an authorization for after hours construction pursuant to paragraph (5) of subdivision (e) of this section or renewals of after hours construction work permits pursuant to paragraph (2) of such subdivision shall be required to include in their application, and the agency that provides such authorization must post on their website:
(A) The name, electronic mail address and phone number of an individual who will be able to take complaints and provide information about the project and the after hours construction authorization;
(B) A certification from a registered design professional, as defined in section 28-101.5 of the code, providing a detailed explanation of the condition or conditions that exist that require such authorization and the estimated number of days such authorization will be needed; and
(C) The days for which such applicant seeks such authorization for after hours construction, provided that such requested days may not exceed three weekdays per week, one Saturday or one Sunday per week and shall not include any holiday on which alternate side of the street parking rules are suspended pursuant to section 19-163.
(3) (A) Pursuant to rules set forth by the department, after submitting an application for authorization for after hours construction, the commissioner shall issue a written notification to such applicant that approves, denies or otherwise amends the days sought by such applicant for such after hours construction. The commissioner shall also provide an explanation of such denial or amendment to such applicant.
(B) Where such applicant submits a request for an authorization for after hours construction and the commissioner has issued an authorization to a prior applicant for after hours construction to occur on the same or adjacent block on a date to occur after such submission, the commissioner may only issue the authorization for after hours construction to such present applicant for after hours construction to occur on the same date as the previously issued authorization that was granted to the prior applicant. Such applicant may appeal such decision in writing within 10 days that such decision was issued by the commissioner.
(4) No later than December 1, 2020 and by December 1 every year thereafter, the department shall submit a report to the mayor and the council on the issuance of  authorizations for after hours construction. Such report shall, for the immediately preceding fiscal year include, but not be limited to: 
(A) The total number of applications for authorizations for after hours construction disaggregated by borough and community district and the  number of authorizations for after hours construction issued by the department;
(B) The location for each project for which an authorization for after hours construction was issued by the department;
(C) The permitted length of time for each authorization for after hours construction that was issued by the department;
 (D) A description of any violation of the terms of an authorization for after hours construction by an applicant, the identifying information of such applicant and the penalties, if any, issued to such applicant; and 
(E) The number of complaints, received for each project for which an authorization for after hours construction was issued by the department, received through the 311 citizen service center or other means. 
§ 3. Section 28-104.2.7.1 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as amended by local law number 10 for the year 2016, is amended to read as follows:
§ 28-104.2.7.1 Notification of approval. The department shall, on a weekly basis, send council members and community boards, by electronic mail, a copy of all notices of approval for applications for a new [building or] building, an alteration that will require a new certificate of occupancy for a building, or an authorization for after hours construction work, including an explanation for the reason such authorization was granted, sent to applicants during the prior week, disaggregated by community board. In addition, the department shall post such information on its website on a weekly basis.

426.1 General. The provisions of Section 426.2 apply to I-1, I-2 and R-2 occupancies that are nursing homes, adult homes, enriched housing and assisted living facilities.

Exception:  This section does not apply to alcohol and drug abuse rehabilitation centers, halfway houses, congregate care facilities and social rehabilitation facilities.
426.2 Standby power. Nursing homes, adult homes, enriched housing and assisted living facilities shall be provided with standby power systems capable of providing power for at least 72 hours for the standby power loads specified in Section 426.2.1.

426.2.1 Standby power loads. The following loads are classified as standby power loads:

1.	In buildings having more than one occupied floor, at  least  one  elevator  serving  all  floors,  or  one  elevator  per  bank  where  different  banks  serve  different  portions  of  the building; 

2.	Air conditioning, cooling, and heating systems sufficient to maintain temperature and humidity in accordance with Section 1204 in at least one common space which can accommodate all occupants of such facility or in all spaces used by occupants of such facility for sleeping purposes;

3. 	Refrigerators and freezers located in the facility; and 

4. 	Lighting in all hallways.

§ 2. Section 2702.2 of the New York city building code is amended by adding a new section 2702.2.21 to read as follows:
2702.2.21 Nursing homes, adult homes, enriched housing and assisted living facilities. Standby power shall be provided in I-1, I-2 or R-2 occupancies that are nursing homes, adult homes, enriched housing and assisted living facilities, other than those excluded by exception pursuant to Section 426.1, in accordance with Section 426.2.

§ 3. This local law takes effect immediately.
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
