A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to reporting on affordable
housing set-asides for tenants with disabilities

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Section 26-1402 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by local law
217 for the year 2019, is amended by adding a subdivision ¢ to read as follows:

c. In each report required by subdivision a of this section, the department shall disclose, disaggregated

by development, the following information:

1. The total amount of units in the development:

2. How many applications were received for the development by persons with a mobility, vision, or

hearing disability:

3. How many units were rented to persons with a mobility disability that were designated as accessible

for a person with that disability?

4. How many units were rented to persons with a vision or hearing disability that were designated as

accessible for a person with that disability: and

5. The size of the waiting list of applicants with disabilities for the development.

§ 2. This local law takes effect immediately.
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
