A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the provision of menstrual
products in schools

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. The definition of “school building” set forth in subdivision a of section 21-968 of the

administrative code of the city of New York, as amended by a local law for the year 2023 amending the

administrative code of the city of New York, relating to menstrual products, as proposed in introduction number

1055-A, is amended to read as follows:

School building. The term "school building" means any facility that is leased by the department or over

which the department has care, custody, and control, in which there is a public school, including a charter

school, serving students who menstruate in any combination of grades from grade [6] 4 through grade 12.

§ 2. This local law takes effect on the same date as a local law for the year 2023 amending the

administrative code of the city of New York, relating to menstrual products, as proposed in introduction number

1055-A, takes effect.
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
