A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department
of education to create a website for schools to list surplus school supplies to be claimed for use by other schools

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Title 21-A of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new

chapter 32 to read as follows:

CHAPTER 32

SURPLUS SCHOOL SUPPLIES

§ 21-1003 Surplus school supplies. The department shall create and maintain a website where schools

may list surplus school supplies for the purpose of allowing such surplus supplies to be claimed for use by other

schools. Such website shall not be available to the public.

§ 2. This local law takes effect 90 days after it becomes law.
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
